Car'pet-clean’ing Ma-chine/. A brushing-
machine for carpets, which is unrolled from the beam
L', and re-rolled on the beam at the other side of
the machine, passing on its way the various clean-
ing-devices. These are the cords B, which whip it
on the outside ; the canes j, which whip it on the
inside ; a succession of revolving brushes, which
sweep it, and a revolving fan, which blows away the
dust.
