Covrour, in dying. There are, in the art of dying,
five colours, called fimple, primary, or mother co-
lours, from the mixture of which all other colours are
formed ; thefe are blue, yellow, brown, red, and
black, Of thefe colours, varioufly mixed and com-
bined, they form the following colours, panfy, blue,
and red ; from the mixture of blue and fcarlet are
formed amaranth, violet, and panfy; from the fame
mixture of blue, crimfon, and red, are formed the
columbine, or dove-colour, purple-crimfon, amaranth,
panfy, and crim{on-violet, See Borany, Vol. T.
p- 033.

Herc itis to be obferved, that they give the name
crimion to all colours made with cochineal.
