THE little box itself may Be made of eard

board, and lined throngh with quilted silk, and
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[ eovered with Java canvas, If one is purehased,
work a row of red chenille all around the lid
| and edges of the box, sewing it down with gold

netting silk. You then take three strips of
cloth or satin, deep red or crimson, and eut
them a suffieient length to le upon the box in
the manner shown in the engraving.  On the
centre stripe lay o piece of gold-colored silk
braid, the width shown in detail Fig. 2, and sew

it down with a double row of herringhone
stitell in two shades of biie; eross over the
| braid with black =ilk, and work a wheel of the
same in the centre. The other two stripes em-
broidered in shades of blue and gold.  Finish
the ends of the stripes with tassels to mateh
| the cloth, and sew them down to the top of the
| box only.
