As soon as one “‘season of loving
and giving”’ is over she begins
to prepare for the next; hence
there is always a supply for
Faster-, birthday- and wedding-
iversaries,or for other special
ions when a pretty gift
seems quite the thing.
here are so many little things that we
may give that it is somewhat difficult to
choose among them—making selections of
such as are useful as well as pretty, and re-
jecting such as are really worthless from the
utilitarian point of view, The writer feels
sure that those which follow will prove gen-
erally pleasing, both to the donor and re-
cipient,

Tirst, there is a pretty pincushion, just
the size and shape for the college-girl’s dress-
ing-table. The simple design is in solid and
eyelet-work, and the wreath may enclose
the initial of the one for whom the gift is in-
tended. The edge of both back and front is
finished with deeply indented scallops, the
lacing-eyelets being so arranged that the
peint of each scallop on the embroidered
circle comes between two of the other.
Place a cushion of proper size between and
lace with ribbon matching the other fittings
of the dresser, tying the ends in a looped
bow at one side.

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A strip of white linen
eighteen inches long and
four and one-half inches
wide is required for a com-
bination-case to hold hand-
kerchiefs and jewels. But-
tonhole the ends in plain

scallops, allowing one fourth
inch for seam. Fold up
the pocket for handker-

chiefs to a depth of four
and one-half inches, and
that for jewels three and
three-quarters inches; then
embroider the back of the
latter, which will be the
front of the case when
folded. The design used
on the model is a dainty one
in solid embroidery, worked
with violet silk., Seam the
pockets, finish the space
between with o narrow
hem, put a buttonholed loop
of the silk at the bottom of
the jewel-pocket and a small
pearl button on the other,
and the case is complete.
If a pretty handkerchief is
slipped into the pocket de- .
signed for it, and a bit of jewelry into the
other,thusgiving pleasing evidence of the pur-
pose of gift, all the better; but it is sure to
be very acceptable without these add

Another charming “‘combination”
bag for clean and soiled handkerchiefs, t
make which a strip of linen thirty-three
inches in length and eight and one-half in
width is needed. The embroidery is in pale
green, a simple design in solid work, and the
ribbon drawstrings match the silk in color.

he casing for drawstrings at each cnd is
one and one-half inches wide. For the
longer bag—intended for soiled handker-
chiefs, collars or laces, as desired—fold up
nine inches, for the shorter one six inches.
The fold which comes between the two bags
serves as a draw-casing for both, and a very
convenient receptacle is the result, An at-
tractive and useful mending- or workbag
may be made in the same , using .cre-
tonne, crash or any suitable -material

And there is the triple bag, requiring
three folds, A novel purpose is served by
the dainty creation pictured—that of hold-
ing toilet-articles, tooth-paste, a box of
powder, and so on—but the model is an ex-
cellent one for a work-bag or laundry-bag,
especially where it is desired to assort arti-
cles as they are tucked into it, or to keep
materials for work separate. The case illus-
trated is four and one-half inches in width,
the side pockets or bags three and one-half
inches deep, Juding the casing at the top,
and the middle one five inches. The decora-
tion consists of tiny daisies and dots in
solid embroidery. First make  the inch-
wide casing at each end of the strip, fold the
ends toward the center to a depth of three
and one-half inches, which will lecave ten
inches for the middle bag, in both folds of
which a draw-casing matching those of the
ends is.run. After embroidering the linen,
sew up the sides of each bag or pocket and
run in the ribbon draw-strings.

A useful and pretty twine-holder com-
bines in its decoration solid and punched
embroidery.

the circle comes the end of twine which is tof
be drawn from the inside of the ball.

Every woman who has fine shoes of velvet
or suede to match her daintiest gowns well
knows the desirability of a bag intended
especially to hold choice footwear and pro-
tect it from dust or any possible rough
usage. Complete, the bag illustrated is
thirteen inches long and seven and one-half
inches wide. The embroidery is in satin-
stitch, with old-rose silk, and the ribbon
draw-strings match this in color, Either
white or gray linen may be used, but the
latter soils less readily.

‘While ~ the brush-and-comh-
case can lay noclaim to novelty,
it is always an acceptable gift—
provided one does not already
possess such an  article,  The
bag itselfis thirteen inches long
and . five inches wide, with

. rounded corners, and_the comb-
° pocket is eight and one-half
incheslong and two and one-half
in width, stitehed, after having
been embroidered, on the front
of the bag beforc the latter is
seamed up. For the decoration
of the pocket illustrated odds
and ends of embroidery-silks
were used, yellow, red, green and
brown, in different shades,with
a hit-or-miss effect that is really
very quaint and pleasing. For
the drawstrings use ribbon of
the most prominent color—red in the case
of the model.
