the pattern.

15 with 6 ends per dent, or 90 ends per inch;
66 inches wide in reed, exclusive of sel-
vage. Enter 2 ends silver gray (single
cloth) always in the same dent.

Reed:

86 picks per inch, arranged thus:
1 pick 2/42’s worsted black
1 “ 2/52's worsted, gray mix

2 picks in repeat of pattern.

Filling:

Worsted finish, clear face to show pattern
distinct; 56 inches wide.
