HYKELS, a fort of blankets, in great ufe among the
natives of Darbary.. They are woven by the women, who
make no ufe of a thuttle therein, but condu& every thread
of the woof with their fingers. One of thefe hykes is
ufually fix yards long, and five or fix broad, ferving the
Kabyle as weld as Arab, both male and female, for a com.
plete drefs in the day, and for his bed and covering in the
night, It is a loofe and troublefome kind of garment, being
frequently difconcerted, and falling on the ground, fo that
ahe wearer is every moment to be taking it up, and folding
it anew round hisbody. Dr. Shaw (Trav. p. 286.) takes 1t
te be much the fame with the peplus, if not with the toga, of
the ancients. ‘
