W. (Mancheater.)—If your snquiry relates to the
cotting ol & cloth woven in double width during
weaving, wo know of no botter mrrangemoent than o
small knife carefully arranged upon the cloth carrier
benm of tho loom, botwosn the inner selvagos, which
it cnts apart as the cloth is being woven. If it be s
cloth woven in one width which it is desired to cut
dawn evenly throogh the middle, wo are not aware
of & botter machine than the guilloting.

H. F. (Bambay)l.—The allowance of warp that
must bo made 1o oblain o given length of & piece of
cloth must depond upon the numberof picks and
the counts of yarn put into the cloth. The more
picks put in, the greater must be the allowancs:
and the heavier or lower the counts of weft, the
greater must be the allowance.
