Bobbin, (bob'bin.) [Fr. bobine, from Gr. and Lat. bom-
byw, a silk-worm.] A small wooden pin, with_a notch,
to wind the thread about in weaving lace.—The spool
upon which sewing-thread is wound.— A quill for a
spinning-wheel. — A round lace.
