The precursor to needlemade lace in 16th century Italy was openwork embroidery, like
the drawn work in this book. The definition of embroidery is “work with a threaded needle
over a textile base.” The samples shown here are the usual superbly adetailed examples from
DMC, collected and worked at the early part of the 20th century and still the best to be found
