PEARL TATTING BOOK.

THE SHAXKESPEXBE COLLXR.

Materials— Walter Evans § Co.'s Boar's-head Crochet Cutton Nos. 20 and 30, or Tatting Cotton
Nos. 80 and 80 ; Tatting Pins Nos. 2 arnd 8, and a Small Shuttle.

Tux Encive.

Commence with the conrsesat cotton and No. 3 pin, work the Simple Edging, es directed at page 19,

~ until six patterns are made, ending with the 4th dot ; this ls for the side of the collar.

To Smare tre Pornr—Leave & quarter of an inch of thread and make & Tth Rosstts, joining it
to the last dot ; then leaving the 8th of an inch of thread, make an 8th and 9th Rosstte, jolning
to the Tnat pearl of the previous one; when finished join to the space of thread between the last
Dot and 7th Rosotts, thon repeat the 4th dot of the edging. Roverse, and for the next Dot

commence & loop, work 8 double, join to the double thread of the pearl which attaches the two
dots of the tth pattern togothor, then 2 doublo and draw close.

“Work & 10th Rosette, then make a Dot as the laat, so that the & dots join together
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Repeat the 4th dot, and continue the Edging until 89 patterns more sre made, which will be
sufflalent for a collar of an ordinary size ; but if wished, more or leas can be worked.

To shape the other Point, ropeat the direction as the 7th Rosatte, &c., working flve patterns
after to form the side; fasten off.

Ter Harr Cirots,

Tuz Centee—Use the fineat cotton and No. 2 pin. Commence & loop, work 1 double, thea (1
peari and 1 double 9 times); draw close, and knotting the two ands together to form a 10th pear
loop, repeat from the lst Dot in the Large Stars, page 8, until 7 Dots and 6 Rosettea are made,
then feiten off the ends. Make a second half circle,

Make two Diamonds as page 11.

The Hulf Circles and Diamonds are now to be attached to the Edging with the “ knottad joining"”
described at page 29. On referring to the Collar it will be seen that the lst and 2nd
patterns of the edging are joined to the two first Rosettes of the Half Circle, and s division of
the Diamond to the third Rosette. The two patterns of tha Edging nearest thoss which form
1ha Polnt are to be joined together, and the three divisions of the Diamond attached to the twe
next pattarns on each side. The three following patterns of ths edging must then be jolned to
the thres Rosettes of the Half Cirols. Alwaya attaching the edging at the Pearl which connects
the two Dota.

Maka the othar Point of the ecollar to correspond.

Tre Vaxores Epe—Fill the shuttle with the fins cottan, but do mot cut it off the reel as it is
required lor a Straight Thread. Commence by joining the cotton to the pearl of the lat dot
of the Edging. Tuke the shuttle in the right hund, aud bolding the other thread in the left
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hand, work 8 double, join to the 2nd pear! of the Rosstte, then 8 double, (1 pear! and 8 double
8 times); using No. 2 pin. Join to the next pearl but one of the Rosetts; then, with the
straight thread, work 3 double, and join to the Tnd pearl of the next Rogette.

Continue the same to the end of the Edging, and after joining to the last dot of it, work the
Beading slong the neck, which is intended for & narrow Velvet.

Tue Brapmg—I1sr Dor—Commence & loop, work 3 doubls, 1 pearl, 8 double; draw close and
reverse the work.

Take the straight thread and work 2 double, (1 pear], and 8 double twice); 1 pearl, 2 doubls.
Reverse and repeat from the Dot 5 times more, then make a 7th Dot.

* * Still using the Straight Thread work 2 double, 1 pear], 8 double; join the Straight Thread
to the next pattern of the Edging, attaching it to the pear! which connects the two Dats
togsther; then 8 double, 1 pearl, 2 double. '

Tax Dor—Commence, work 8 double, 1 pear], 8 doubls, draw close and turn the Dot down under
the thumb. .

Repeat from * * until the edge‘ls joined, thon make six patterns of the Deading, without jolning,
the same as at the commencement; then foin both threads to the last Dot and reverse the
work. 7

For the Sscond Side, still nalng the Stralght Thread, work 2 doubls, (1 pearl and 8 double twice);
1 pear], 2 double,'{oin to the Dot of the 1st side and repcat to the end, When finiahed knot the
Beading to the Half Circle.



SHXKESPEXRE CUFFS.

Work a8 the previous direction, forming the two Points the aame aa the Collar, but instead of the
length of 39 patterns of the Edging required for the Band, 12 patterns will be sufficient for the
Cuffs.

When finished the Vandyked Edge at the side of ths Points are to be knotted together.

LXPPET HEXD~DRESS.

Materials— Walter Evans § Co.'s Boar's-head Crochst Cotton, Noa. 2¢ or 30; or Tatting Cotton
Nos. 70 or 80 ; Tatting Pin, No, 2; ard a Small Shuttls. .
TEr Ligox Stans.

Tax OxxrrE—Fill the shuttls, and, leaving an end of a {few inches, commence & loop. Work 2
*double, then (1 peari and 2 double alternately, 11 times) draw closs. Place the two throads
together, and knot them, so that they may form a 12th pearl loop, the knot being at the top. -

1st Dor—Commence & loop, leaving sbout a quarter of an inch of the thread; work & double
‘then foin to the pearl formed with the knot; work 6 double more; and draw closs, Reverse
the work. '

1st Rosxrra—Uommence a loop, always leaving the eighth of an inch of thread ; work 4 doubls,

(1 pearl and 2 double, 7 times); 2 double more ; draw closs. Reverse ths work,
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2nd Dot - Cownmence a loop, and, leaving the same space of thread, work 6 double; join to the
next pearl of the centre ; then 6 double, and draw closs. Raverse.

20d Roserre—Commence a leop, and, leaving & space, work 4 double; join to the last pearl of the
previous Roaette; 2 double, (I pearl and 2 dauble, 6 times); 2 double more; draw elose,
Reverse. .

Repeat the 2nd Dot and 20d Resstte until 12 of each are made. To fasten off, put the pin in
the oentre of the lst dot, and join ta it ; then join the other end to this dot also; and, knotting
the two threads firmly together, ont them off.

Make 56 of theae Staru.

Tum Smary Stams.

Tax Cextez—Oommence & loop, work 1 double, then (1 pearl and 1 double 9 times); draw close
and knotting the two ends together to form a 10th pearl loop; repeat from the lst Dot in the
large Stars until 10 Dots and Rosettes are made; then fasten off.

Make 12 of thess Stars,

Tue SMALLEST STARS,

T Caxtre—Commence a loop, work 2 double, (1 pearl and 2 double § tlmes); knot the two
ends to form a 6th pearl.

Work a Rosette as the 1st Rosstte in the large Stars; and when finished join to the 1st pearl of
the centre; then make § Rosettes, as the 2nd Rosstte joining after each to the next pearl of
the Centre., Fasten of. Make another Star the suma.

Ist Ovar—Commenee & locp, work 7 doubls, (1 pearl and 2 double § times); § double more;
draw close. .

Work three Ovals mors the same, and to fasten off pass one end through the lst Oval, then
through the last Oval, and knott(ng the two ends tegether cut them off,

Work ¢ Diamonds.

The Stars sre now to be attached by the “knotted joining " dsscribed at page 29, forming the
shape as given in the engraving, by attaching the centre pearl of eash rosstte to the cor-
responding rosetts in ancther Btar.

In commencing to join the Lappet, take two Stars, and joln two rosettes of each togsther; then

- foin @ 8rd Star to the Bed and 4th rossttes of the lat Star then a {th Star to the §th and 6th
rosettes of the 1st Star, and continue untll 8 Stars are jolned round the lst Star; the two
_rosettes of these 6 Stars nearest together are glso to be attached.

Join one of the smallaat Btars to the 6th largs Star, and on each side sttash two more of the
large Stars. : .

Then foin six of the small Btars to form the narrow part of the Lappet, attashing the Dizsmond
between.

In forming the Crown, all the Stars are attached in the same way as the end of the Lappet—that
is, always jolning two rossttes together of the Large Stars,
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CHXIN PATTERN INSERTION.

AMaterials— Walter Evans and Ce.'s Doar’s-head Crochet Cotton, No. 16, or Tatting Catton, No. 50,
For a coarser size use Boar's-head Cotion No, 12, or finer No. 20. Four Shut.les will be
required, and a Tatting Pin No. 2. )

All the Shuttles are to ba filled with the Cotton, and they should bes marked Noa. 1, 2, 8, 4.

This Design s especially suited for articles of dress, &o., made with an alternate stripe of ribboa

and lace.

Commence by tying the four ends of ootton together, work with No. 1 Shuttle, leaving the rest.

lst Dor—Commenoe a loap, work 8 double, then (1 pearl and 2 double § times); 1 doubls more,

draw quite closs.

Hold the thread from No. 1 Shuttle for a Straight Thread, and taking No. 2 in the right hand

. work with them, 2 double, (1 pearl and 2 doubkle 4 timea); turning the Straight Thread over

the pin for the pearl loope, then take out the pin. Reverse the work, and take No, 3 Shattle in
the right hand.

2nd Dor—Commence & loop, work 8 double, (1 pearl and 2 double 8 times) ; 1 double more, draw

close. .
Take No. 4 Shuttle in the right hand, and hold the thread from Na. 3 in the left for s Straight
Thread ; work 2 double, {1 pearl and 2 double 4 timos).

Keop the stitohes on the two Straight threads close together, aa thoy are to form a Centre Rosette,

hold No. 4 for a straight thread, and taking No. 2 in the right hand work a single stitch, the
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make another single stitch, but instead of letting the straight thresd form the stitch, keep it
tight so aa to form it with No, 2 Shuttle; this will tie the two threads together, and make the
Rosette firm ; work another single stitch and then a 4th single stitch, keeping the straight
thread tight. .

Reverse the work, taking No. 1 Shuttle in the right hand, and commencing again at the 1st Dot
repeat until sufficlent is made. '

Tur Prars Braoing.—Work ss directed page 28, making s joining pearl after every Tth pearl
is worked.

NECE~TIE OR BMXLL LXPPET.

Make one yard of the Chain Pattern Insertion, carrying the Besding round the ends. Then mske
two Large Stars as page 8, and join them to each end of the insertion.
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QUXTREFOIL XNTIMXCXSSXR.

Materials~ Vi alter Evans and Co.'s Boar's-kead Crochet Coiton No. 4, Tatting Pin No. 3, one Red
aud one White Shuttle. For Cowvre-piedr, §, use Walter Evans's 12-thread Crochet Cotton.

This deslgn is arranged so that if wished a colourcd ribbon or velvet msy be inserted inm the
alternate stripes, passing it over the Dota and undur the Rosettes.

Finst STRIFE.

Commsnce by warking sufficient of the Quatrefoil Insertion, page 17, for one stripe; then sdgs it
with the pearl beading made in the sams manner as directed at page 28, as fullows; —

Prart Braping —Fill both Shuttles, and using tle thread from the reel for a third thread, koot
them together, then attach them to the dot at one end of the Quatrefoil Insertion.

* 3Mako 7 pearl loops as directed at page 28, then make a joining pearl, by attaching the White
Shuttle to the next pearl of the Insertion. Muke 3 pearls more, then make another joining
pearl, attaching it to the next pearl but one of the Insertion. Repeat from *, continuing the
sume along the Stripe, round the end, and along the other side to the commencement of the
boading. Fasten off firmly Ly knotting the ends togethaer, and then wewing them at the back
with fine thread.

Make & Second Stripe the sawe.
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Ter Rmsox InszmTion.

Tee Fizsr Siox—Tae Roserre—Fill one Shuttle—Commence a loop, work 2 doubls, then
(1 poarl and 2 double alternately 9 times){ draw close and reverse.

1st Dor—Commence & loop, work 4 doubls stitches, Takse ome of the stripes and join to
the 4th pearl of the Deading, counting from the beginning of it, then 4 double; draw
close and reverse. Always leave a quarter of an inch of colton before commencing a loop.

2nd Dor—Commencs ; work & double, 1 pear], £ double ; draw close and reverse.

8rd Dor—Commence & loop, work 4 doubls, and missing 2 pearls of the Beading join to the 8rd
pearl of it, then 4 double ; draw close and reverse. .

Commence sguin at the Rosstte and repeat slong the Strips, always missing 2 pearls of the
Beading and ending with the Rosette; then join to the centre pearl of this Rosetts.

TaE SkooND SmE—lst Dor—Oommence, work 4 doubls, take the other strips and join to tha
4th pearl of it, ¢ double ; draw close and reverse.

20d Dor—Commence & loop, work 4 doubls, join to the pearl of the opposite dot, then
4 double ; draw close and reverse,

8rd Dor—Work as the 8rd Dot in the 1st sids, then join to the centre pearl of the Rosette, still
leaving the same space of thread. Commence again at the 1st Dot.

Continuas the Quatrefoil Stripe and the Ribbon Insertion until the size is made.

The Simple Edging may be used as & border.
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QUATREFOIL INSERTION.

Materials—For a fine Insertion use Walter Evans and Co.'s Boar's-head Crocket Cotton, No. 20, or
Tatting Cottor No. 60, Taiting Pin No. 2, and a Shuttls.

For a coarser size use Boar's-head Cotton No. 14, or Tatting Cotton No. 40.

This Insertion is especially sdapted for trimming Garibeldi bodies, children's dresses, &e., as it
can either be laid om the material or inserted between the siripss. It may be worked in.black.
or coloured silk, and if made with Walter Evans’ blue and red ingrain cotton, the design is
suitable for ornamenting Church linen as s substituts for the chain stitch in genernl use.

Fill.the Shuttle, but do not cut the throed off the reel, as it will be required for a Straight
Throad. 1If iwo colours aro used, the shuttle must be filled with ono color_ and tho other used

for the Straight Thread.

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Tux Dor—Commence & loop using the Shuttle, work 2 double stitches, then 1 pearl and 2 doubls;
draw quite close. Reverse the work, keeping the dot under the thumhb.

Taks the thread from the reel In the left hand, and using it for & Straight Thread, work 3 doubls
stitchse with it and the shuttle. Reverse the work, leaving the straight thread.

1st OvaL—Commaencs a loop, work 6 double, 1 pearl, 6 double ; draw closs. Reverss,

Take the Straight Thread and work 8 doubla as before, then (1 pearl and 8 double alternstely
8 times); Reverss the work.

2nd Ovar—Commence & loop, work 6 double, 1 pearl, § double; draw close. Raversa.

Take the Straight Thread and work 8 doubls. Reverss. Commence again at the Dot, and repeat
untll sufiicient is mads, ending with the Dat,

Szooxp Sme

Join both thresds to the pear] of the last dot, take the Straight Thread, work 3 double. Revarse,
keoping the first side at the top.

1st Ovar—Commenos & loop, work 6 double, and to join the Ovals; put the pin into the pearl of
the last Oval on the first side, and drawing the pearl of the next Oval through it, joln the
foundation loop round the fingers s usual ; then 6 double ; draw closs. Reverse.

Take the Straight Thread and work 8 double; then (I pearl and 8 double 8 times). Reverse.

2nd OvaL - Commence & loop, work 6 doubls; join to the pearl of the Oval which crosses the
others, then 8 double; draw close. Reverse.

Take the Straight Thread and work 8 double ; then join the shuttle thread to the pearl of the Dot.
Work 8 double. Reverse. Repeat from the lst Oval of the second side.
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SIMPLE EDGING.

Materials— Walter Evans and Co.'s Boar's-head Crochet Cottor, No. 18, or Tatting Cotton No. 50,
Tatting Pin No. 8 and one Shuttle. For coarser Lace, vse Cotton No. 14,

For Antimacassars or Morning Drestes use Boar's-head Cottor No. 8, or Tatting Cotton No. 20,
and an extra large Tatting Pin,

1st Dor—Commence & loop, work 8 double, 1 pearl, 2 double, draw close ; reverse the work.

9nd Dot — Commence, work 3 double, 1 pearl, 2 double, draw close and reverss. The &th of an
inch of cotton is to be loft hefore commencing each loop.

Trz Ro‘rrrl—Dorm_menca a loop, work 1 double, join ta the pearl of the 1at Dot; 1 double, (then
1 pearl and 1 double altarnately 6 times); draw closa and reverse.

8rd Dot — Commencs, work 2 double, join to the pearl of the 2nd Dot, 8 doubls, draw closs and
reverse.

4th Dor— Commence, work 2 double, join to the last pearl of the Rosstte; 1 doubls, 1 pearl,
2 double, draw closs and reverse. Commence again at the 2nd Dot and repeat.

Tz Prast Brapmo—Work as directed at page 28 making s joining peerl after every 5 pearls of
beading are worked.



HANDKERCHIEF OR CHXALICE BORDER.

Materials— 1Walter Evans § Co.'s Boar's-head Crochet Cotton No. 20, or Tatting Cotton No. 60.
Tatting Pin No. 2, and one Red and one White Shuttle.

For a Straight Lace use Crochet Cottoa, No. 10, or Tatting Cotton, No. 30. Tatting Pin No. 3.

Commence by filling both Shuttles, and knot the two ends togother. Hold the thread from the
Red Shuttls in the loft hand for a Straight Thread, and taking the White one in the right
hand; work B double stitches with them ; make a peari loop by turning the Straight Threud over
the pin, then 5 double stitches. Leave the straight thread. ‘ p

1t -Dor—Commence & loop, work 4 double, 1 pearl, and 4 double; draw close. Turn this Dot
nnder the left thumb. Tske the Straight Thread again and work 5 double more.

Tee MaLTESE Ring —As this ring is formed on the same principle as the Pearl Boading, page 28,
it may be of sasistance if that pattern is clearly understood before trying the ring.

Loave the White nhuttle st the back of the left hand, and tuking the Red one in the right hand,
commence & loop closs to the last stitchea. Work 2 double stilches.

= Withdraw the flugers from the foundation loop; then reverss the work, turning it from the
worker. Keep it so that the last double stitchos turn down. '

Take the thread {rom the Whits shuttle in the left hand for a “Straight Thread," and still using
the Red one; work 2 double etitches with it and the straight thread. Leave this thread
Reverse the work, turning it towards the worker.
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Place the left haud In the foundation loop egain. Take the pin and make a pearl with the
foundation loop a8 usual ; thon with the Red shuttle work 2 double stitohes. Take out the pin.
Repeat from * until 8 pearl loops are made on the outer side of the ring. Care must.be taked
that the foundation loop ean always be drawn in the ordinary way. The pearl loops should be
worked rather loosely, and the spaco of thread under the double stitches left sufficiently loces
to form & smaller pearl loop.

When the 8 i:m.rla are mado, leave the foundation loop and take the White shuttle in the right
hand.

Cextre OvaL — Commence a loop, leaving the 8th of an inch of thread, work 9 double, 1 peatl;
9 double, draw close.

And to finish the Ring, taks the Red shuttls again, and holding the other for a Straight Thread,
4 work 2 double. Reverse the work, and placing the left hsud in the loop agaln make 1 pear]
and 2 double as before. Reverse the work, sud repest from t until 7 large pear} loops mare
are worked, msking in all 15 lcops on the cuter side.

Then to finish the Ring, join to the Oval by bringing the White thresd through the pearl of it
and passing the Red shnttle throogh this joining loop; then 1 single; pass the Red shattle
through the ring to the wrong side, and draw the foundation loop sufficiently closs to form d
circle. The White shuttle will now be In front and the other at the back; keep both threads
close to the 1st pearl of the ring, take the White shuttle in the right hand, and holding the
other for a Straight Thread work 5 doubls stitohes; join the straight threed,to the pesrk
made before the Dot; work 5 doubld more. Reverte, loaving the straight thread.

2nd Dor—Commence & loop, work 4 doubls, join to the 2nd pearl of the Ring; 4 double draw
closs and reverse.

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1st Saarror—Use the Straight Thread as befors, work 2 doubls, (I pearl and 2 double 5 times)
Reverse.

3rd Dot — Commentce a loop, work 4 doubls, join to the next pearl of the Ring, 4 double; draw
close. Reverse.

2nd Scarror—work as the 1st Scallop, making 7 pearls instead of § pearls.

4t Dotr—As befors, joining to the next pearl but one of the Ring.

3rd Scarror—Work as the 1st Scallop.

5th Dot —As before, joining to the next pearl of the Ring.

Take the straight thread, work 5 double, 1 pearl, § dauble, joln to the next pearl but ome of the
Ring; 5 double more.

Commence sagain at the lat Dot and repeat until sufflcient {s made for one side.

Conven Parrersn—Work as before, to the 2nd Dot, but jolning it to the 1lst pearl of the Ring.
Make two Scallops as the 1st Scallop, joining the Dots after them to the mext pearls of the
Ring, then make a 8rd Scallop of 7 pearls, joining the Dot to the next pearl but one; then a

4th snd Bth Scallop, joining to the next pearls of the Ring and finish the pattern. . Continte
28 before for the other side of the Handkerchief,

Tue Prirr DBEiDING.

Directions for making this Beading are given at pags 28, but as {t is to be attached to the Lace
after every 7th pearl is formed, it must be joined alternately to a Dot or centre pearl of the
Ring. At the corners only 8 pearls should be worked.

For the 2nd Row of the Beading make a longth without joining it.
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Tem INSERTION.
1st Dor—Qommence & loop, work 4 double, join to & pearl of the Beading, 4 doubls ; draw close;
reverse the work.

2nd Dor—Commencs & loop, work 4 double, take the 2nd row of Beading, join to & pearl of it,
4 double, draw closs. Reverse the work, and repeat thess two Dota, leaving one pearl between
them. At the corners join three dots together.

MIGNON EDGING.

Materials— Walter Evans § Co.'s Boar's-head Cottoa No. 20, or Tatting Cotton No. 60. T'asting
Pin, No. 2. One Red and one White Shuttle.

For a coarser size use Boar's-head Cotton No, 16, or Tatting Cotten No. 50.
For Antimacassar uss Boar's-head Cotton No. 8. Tatting-Pin No. 8.

Commenes by filling both Shuttles, and knot the two ends together, Take the Red Shuttls in
the right hand, and holding the thread from ths whits one for a “Straight Thread" work 2
double stitches with them, then msake a pearl loop by turning the Straight Thread over the
pin; werk 2 double more.

Tem CewrzE Dor—Work with the White Shuttle and commence a loop, leaving the 8th of an
‘inch of the cotton. Work 2 doubls, 1 pearl; 4 doubls, 1 pearl, 2 double, 1 pear], 6 doubls ;

draw the loop quite close, then loosen the last stitch worked on the Stralght Thread, and make
a joining to it &s ususl, leaving & space of thread so that this may form ancther pearl loop.

Reverse the work, and holding the Red Shuttle for a Straight Threed, work 2 double, then
(1 pear! and 2 double alternately 4 times); join to the next pearl of the Centre Dot.

Reverse thie work, and taking the Red Shuttle in the right hand repeat from ths commencement
until sufficient is made.

Tue Pranl Brapiwe—Work as directed, page 28, until 8 pearls are made, then take the White
Shuttle in the right hand and join to the first pearl of the Edging, * Hold the White Shuttls
for & Straight Thread, and with the Red work 2 double. Reverse; and holding the reel for a
Straight Thread, work 2 double. Reverse; then join the White Shuttle thread to the mext
poarl of the Centre Dot, hold it for & Straight Thresd, and work 2 doubls. Reverss, and
make 8 poarl loops s before, thon join the White Shuttle to the next pearl of the Centre Dot

2 double as befora. Reverse, 2 double. Join the White Shuttle to the pearl between the Dots,
and repest from * to the end.
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PEXBL TRIMMING.

Materials—To make an Edging 1 inch deep, use Walter Evans § Co.'s Boar's-head Cotton No. 14
Tatting Cotton No. 50, or Black Maliese Silk, Tattisg Pin No. 8.

For a coarser Lace, use Boar’s-head Cotton Nos. 8 or 10; and for @ finer size, No. 20. Tatting
Pin No.8. If linen thread be preferred, use Evans' Meckienburg, No. 8 or 10.

Thros Shuttles are required, one Red, one White, and the third may be Black, or marked o as to
distinguish it from the other two. Fill all the Shuities, and knotting the three ends together,
work as direated for the “ Pearl Beading,” page 3% until 10 Small pearls are made; always
counting both sides, and using the 8rd Shuttle instesd of the resl.

st Roexrrx—Take the 8rd Shuttle in the right hand, and commencing s loop, work 5 doubls
stitobes ; then missing 4 pearls on this side.of the Beading, foin to the mext pearl. Work 2
double, then uaing the pin, make (| pearl and 2 doubls 6 times); 8 double more; draw close.
Then waing this thread for & Straight Thread, take the Red shuttls, and to continus the Beading
work 2 double ; reverse and make 6 Small pearls as before.

let OvaL~Take the White shuttls and commencing & loop, work 4 doubls, 1 pearl, 4 doubls,
1 pear], 8 double ; draw close; hold this for a straight thread.

Take the Red Shuttle to continne the Beading. Work 2 double; reverse and mske 2 Small
poarls as beforo. Reversse. Take the 3rd Shuttle and join to the last pear] of the Rosatte.

Take the Red Shuttle to continue the Beading, and work 2 double as befors, then Raverse.
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Tn working the next 9 pearls on the outer side of the edging, the thread of the 8rd Shuttle is to
be turned over the pin, so that thess loops may be larger than those on the inner side.
Continue working (1 small pearl £ud then 1 large pearl, alternately) until 4 of each are mads.

2nd OvarL—Take the White Shuttle, commencs a loop, work 8 douable, join to the centrs pearl of
the 1st Oval, then 8 double ; draw close.

Take the Red Shuttle to continue the Beading, work 2 double; Reverse, and then (1 large and
1 Small pearl, until § of each are made), then make a small pearl on the ouater edge.

3rd OvaL —Take the White Shuttle and commencing & loop, work § double, join to the centrs
pearl of the 1t Oval; then 4 double, 1 pearl, 4 double; draw close.

Take the Red Shuttle to continue the Beading, work 2 double: Reverss. Then make 6§ Small
pearls as befores.

Commence again at the 1st Rosette, and repeat the diroction.
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THE PEXRL BEXDING.

PEARL BEADING. MALTESE RING. STRAIGHT THREAD.

One Red and one White Shuttle will be required.

Fill the Shuitlea and cut off the thread ; take the end from the reel and knot the three ends
together, Commence by holding the knot in the left hand, and the Red shuttle in the right
band ; leave the thread from the reel to fall over the back of the left hand, take the thread
from the White shuttle and hold it between the 8rd and 4th fingers for a **Straight Thread,”
then work with It and the Shuttle 2 double stitches ; leave this straight thread. * Reverse the
work, turning it from the worker, and keep it 8o that the double stitches turn down ; take the
Reel thread, and holding it for a “straight thread™ work with it and the Shuttle 2 double
stitchea ; leave this thread. Reverse the work, turning it towards the worker; take the
straight thread of the White shuttla and work 2 double stitches, Repeat from * forming
the 2 double stitches with the White shuttle and the Reel thread alternately until the length is
made,
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The Red shuttle throad should always form the foundation ; and the thread between the stitches
left rather loose, so as to form a small poarl loop.

In working a long length of this Beading, it is advisable ahout every few inches to make a stitch
which will faston the foundation thread ; 4his can bo douwe in working the last stitch of the
2 double, by allowing the Straight Thread to form the stitch. ‘

For 4 J01v1%G PEARL in this Boading, take the White Shuttle and join it to the pearl indicated,
leaving the least space before and after the joining, 80 as to form a poarl lvop; then take the
Red Shuttle again and work 2 double as before and reverse.

A StraoHT THREAD is used to connect various parts of the pattern together; two threads-are
always required, with a shuitle for each, or somotimes one end is left attached to the recl.
Instead of commencing a loop the satraight thread is held between the second and third
fingors of the left hand and about two inches from the work ; the other shuttle is held in the
right hand, and the tatting stitches formoed with it a8 usual, 4o that when the stitches ate made
the shuttle thread will form the foundation.

Enxorrep Joixino—throad & fine sewing needle with No. 40 Boar's-
head Cotton, loave an end and commence by passing the needle
throngh the two poarl loops directed to be joined togother, then
paas the needle agnin through the two poarl loops; place the two
ends of cotton togothor and knot them, keeping the kuot close to
the work. The section shews the knot before it is drawn tight.

The New Sieol Tatting Pins, Manulactured by H. Walker, will be found an improvement on the
ordinary make, and in working these designs caro must be taken to procure the correct sizes;
No. 1 being the finest, No. 2 the modium, and No. 3 the largest.
