Malerials—Wuller Evans & (o0."s Boar's-head Crochet Uotion No. 0C0; a flal mesh Ralf an
inch in width, Talling Pin No. 8., and ons Red and one White Shuttle.

For Dayleys, Cuthions. §0., use Boar's-head Cotton No. 4, or for faer articles Buar's-head
Cottom Ko. 10, and a Aal mesh a guarter of an inch in wiith.

Tug Suerra.

Fill both shuttles and work as directed for the Pearl Beading, page 28, until two small pearls
are made on the one side, and one pearl on the other, continue to work in the ssme manner
as follows. Reverse the work.

® Turn the White shuttlo thread over the mesh to form a pearl loop, and holding it for a
Struight thread, work 2 double stitches as before. Reverss, and holding the Reel thread
straight, leave a pearl, and work 2 double stitches. Reverse.

Ropeat from #, until 12 long pearls aro made, all on the one side, Then (leave & pearl, and
work 2 double, threo times) ; to correspond with tho 3 jicarls at the consmencemont.
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Tae CreovLe.

It should now measure 4} inches in length if made with coarse ootton, or 3} inches if warked
in the finer. Knot the White shuttle and Reel together and out them off. Reverso the work.

Commence a loop, work 1 double stitch, then join to the last long pearl, work a single stitch
alter it, and continue joining aud working a stitch, until all the long pearls are attached, then
work a double stitch, and draw close; tie in the end of ocotton lelt at the eommencement.

Tre Raisen CenTak.—Commence a loop, work 1 double, and using No. 8 pin work (1 pearl
and 1 double alternately 12 times) ; draw close, and fasten off.

Muke sufficient of these Bhells for the size required, and to attach them together, use a fine
ncedle and thread and sew the Raised Centre over the Circls, then place the centro pearl
at the edge of & Bhell, over the end of anotlier Bhell, and sew two double stitches of thewn
both together. Attach the Shells in lengths for the Stripes,

Tre InsErTION,

Fill both shuttles, and knot the ends together.

RAISED SCALLOP BORDER.

Mutervinls— Waltrs Evant and Co'v Boar's-head Crochet Colton, Nos. 14 or 1G. Tulling Pin,
No.h Qua B d uul une While shuttier this will make a Tiimming fhe same depth as the
Angraving. Fir a cvarser size, was Cotlan No. 10; but, if coarser alill, wse a Mesh, No. 9
bell guage, for the peari lonpa,

Tnis puttern is worked on the same principle as the Pearl Beading, page 28§ and as four threads
are required, one Shuttle shiould be filled off une reel, but not cut off it. The second Shuttle
shiould then be filled off u second reel, and tied in the centrs of the first thiread, so aa
to connect the four together. Onoof the recls should be labelled No. 1,and the other No. 2.

Commonce by takiug tho Red shuttle in the right hand, and the knot in the left hand; hold
the thread marked No. 2 lor & “straight thread,” and work a double etit h with it and the
Raod shuttley leuve this thread at the back, and holding No. 1 for s Btraight Thread, work
snother double stitch with it. Kcverse the work, so that thess double stitches turn down,
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# Tcke the thread from the White shuttle in the left hand, for a 8traight Thread, and lcaving a
pearl, work 2 double stitchies with it and the Bed shiuttle. Reverso the work, turning it
fowards the worker.

Tae Beaping, which ean be eontinued with the same threads as the edging; but ons of the
recls can be fastened off, as oniy three threads are now required.

Hold the
Reel thread straight, and leaving 8 pearl, work 8 double. Reverse.

Fill both shuttles and commeuce as directed for the Pearl Beading, Page 28, making the
2 doubls stitches throe times; then reverse tho work,

* Tuke the tatting pin, and turning the cotton attached to tue Reel twice round it to furm
an extra pearl loop, hold it for a Straight Thread, and work 2 double stitches; withdraw
the pin.

Reverse the work, take the pin and turning the White Shuttle cotton over it to form a pearl
loop, hold it for & Straight Thread and work a double stitch j mako another peacl. and
keeping the thread loosely over the pin, work a second double stitch, Turn the cotton
twice round the pin and work a third double slitch, this will form thiree poarl leops, each
alittle longer than the procediag one.

Tre Octagoxn Stam,

Work the Raised Star as directod at page 10. but making 15 long pearls instead of 11, so thak
the knot may form the 16th poarl; this will allow for the ciglit Divisions, of which the Star
is compased.

¥or the Pattern round the Centre Btar, work eight Beallaps of the Raised Border, page 7;
then, instead of working the Boading, knot the two reel threads together, and cut them off 3
the Red and White 8luttles only being required to make the Dots, which attach theso
scallops to the Centre Star,

Tux Jorring.—Hold the White Shuttle streight, and work 7 double etitclies; then join the
Red Bhuttls to the last pearl nearest the Contrs of the Scallop.

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SMarL Dramonn.—First Dut—Commenco & loop, work 4 double, juin to the sixtl pearl of
the Centre 8callop; 4 double, draw close.

VWork the
fourth Dot the same, and fusten uff.

Tak Borpgr.—Muke 44 Puatterns of the Mignardise Edging. Tlen commence the Beading,
by making the Angle as in the Squars, a1d continue until the 3ed p. url is required on the
outside; then, instead, join with the Reel to the 3rd Dot of the Small Dismoaond. Contiuue
the Beading, until & pearls are made, joining tle Gih pearl to the 6th long pearl of
the Beullop. Work 8 pearls, joining the 4th to the third peurl of the Scallop, Work
8 pearls, but only work one double stitch after the lust pearl, and join to the centrw loop
of the Edging whicli forms the Angle; then one doubls.

, Continue the Beading fur 8 peurls ; join to the next Bcallop, and repeat the joining to correspond.

At the Corners, two extra pearls of this Edging are to be joined together, as in the Squure.

To increase thio size, the Ruised Border may now be added.

Fill both Shattles, and ovmmence as directed for the Pearl Beading, page 28; when a small
pearl will be formed on each sile.

The Kngravirg represents a Child's Cambric Dress, ornamented with "latting, which is so
arranged, that colored ribbon may be placed under the Bands of Insertion. Il Dresa
eliould therefors bs made complete; then the work lined and attached tc it afterwards.

For the front, the Etoile Insertion, page 10, is worked in graduated Bauds.

The Insertion is also to be made of sufllcient length to go all round the Skirt, up the sides of
the front, and acrose the shoulders, euding at the back.

The Raised Beallop Border ia used to edge the Inscrtion, which forms the Robing; but it
should terminate at the sides with a rosette of ribbon; it ia also wmade to edge the Skirt,
Neck, and Bleerves.

For the Stomacher, three Bands of the Daisy Insertion will be required ; and the same Pattera
is to be used for the Sleeves and Waistbund.

Mfaleriale~-Wal'er Enine and Co's Boar's-head Crochel Cotton, Nox. Ldor 16, awd Titiny
Pin, No. 4. will maka a flue Insertion, uf one inch in width; for a coarser size, ute Cullon

For Antin scars irs, Colton Nus. 2 or O shoull ba used with a Mess, No. 9, bell guage for tie
peart loaps.

In working the besding for the opposite side, nfter the 2nd Dinmond ie nttach d, a Dot ouly is
required, Lo join the Beading to the Ceontre Division of the O fagun Sur,
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The wpp r Banl is worked the same, bt will only require the Octagon Star with a smaller one
at ench ride.

For the Centra Band. wark the Daisy Tnaertion.

The Dinmonda in the Centre are compused of four patterns of the Rawed Neallop Bo de-, with
2 Ruised Stur in the centrej aud for the Sinall Cross s on esclt side, work as directed for
the joining Diamaonds, page 18, but making a peart instead of joining them.

The haif Circle above the third Band consists of five patterns of the Slell Edging, with a
Kunised Star in the Centre.

THE PEARL BEADING.

It having been found that Patterns, in which these pearl loops are introduecd, wueh much
better than tliors made by the usual method, care has been taken to preserve the sume prin-
ciple thr _\i[hout the Designe in this little Book,

Tq form thin Pattern, tarce threads are required.  Fill one of the Shuttles, arnd cut ihe thread
off the Ruel; then fill the other 8huttlo, but instead of cutting it off tie the thread o! the
first Bhuttle b tween the second Shuitle and the Reel.

C wmmenoe by hulding the knot in the left liand, and the Red Shuttle in the right hand ; leave
the thread frowm the Reol ta full over the buok of the left hund, take the thread frum the
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White Shuttle, and hold it betwean the 3ed and 4th fingers far r % Stra’ght TTlmd-," then
work with it and the Shuttle 2 doub e stitches ; leave this straight thread * Reverse the
work, turning it from the worker, und keep it so that the double stitches turn down ; take

vissble, about every few inches, to make a stitch which will fasten the foundation' thread s

this can be done in working the last stitch of the 2 double, by allowing t.ie Buruight Thread
to form the stiteli.

These double stitohea are formed by a reveree etilch, and then a single stitch.
The New Steel Tutting Pins or Hooks, Manufactured by I{. Walker, will be found an jm-
provement cn the ordinary miske, and in working thise designs, care muet be tuken to

procure the correct sizea; No. 1 being the fucet, * 0. 2 ard 3 the wedium, and No. 4, which
is also mede of ivory, the largest.
