To weave the single M's and O's pattierns, use
lever 1%2 for one shed of one pattern block,
throw & shot of weft,then use 3&4 Tor the other
shed and throw one shot of weft in this shed.
There is no tebby weeve between patiern shots.
Repeat this alternately until the pattern

biock is square. To we=sve the second patiern
block,use lever 1&%3, throw one shot of weft,
ther use lever 2&4, throw a shot of weft.Repeat
this until the seccnd block is sguere. The
number of times to repeat the alternation 1s
dif?icult to estimate as it depends on the
weight of thread used for the weft. 3But if you
weeve each pattern block scguare, your patiern
should come out like the pettern hlocks on rour
kev draft. Tou will elso find it essier to
£n1llo% vour key draft in your weaving,than to
