The lower part of the patiern as showr
on the key draft and drew down at the left
was shown as &n all over reveat,while the
pine tree effect above it was an adaptation
of my own made from this. Note that all of
the key drafts which have been chosen for
this News are for three block patterns.
Also note the similarity or pattern No.1l83
given on this page and that of pattern No.
186 given on the next pegs=.Study both of
the key drafts to see where this difference
comes,

The threeding draft at the top of this
page 1s one repeat of the pattern as given.
Just below the threading draft is a check
draw down draft to show how each pattiern
block will look when 1t is woven., Only three
pattern blocks are woven,neamely 3&%4,243,and
1«4 ,The 1=2 pattern block 1s not used for
this,although of course it could be woven
for another pattern if desired,but we are
concerned here with the weaving of the eflect
as drawn down from the key draft at the left.
Study this check draw down and you will see
that the 2%3 pattern block overlaps that of
the 3%4 pattern block,end also note how the
142 pattern block 1s written to separate the
3%4 pattern blocks., While the 1&4 pattern
blocks are written so they are entirely alone
when woven, +he single dots on the check draw
down are one thread skips.
