Many subscribers to Handwesving News =re using two Hurness looms,ard ir
answer to a number of reguests for zaterisl for this sort of weeving,l am presenting
some of the things which members o2 =y classes at Wayne University have worked out.

haes many reel possibilities for int=resting end unusual weaving, Secause it is simrle
t~e fabrics of good

the weaver hes to have more knowledige concerning its use,to prod
design, texture, z2nd color.

For the bpenefit of those who wish more idess as to what mav be done on Iwo
herpess looms, I will refer them to <he new compilation of back numbers of handweaving
News, which have been assembled inzo Volume II,anc which sells at ¢3.50 a copy. It
conteins much that is useful for the edvenced weaver as well as for the beginner.Those
of vou who a&re using either the hedile loom or 2 regular two harness loom of anyr sor?
will Pind this volume of especial h:ip and inz=rest. )

T@e threads and rarns used 2or all o *he weaving descrided ttis month were
the Mavsville &;ne purchased fron Sears % Joehuzk Co, - namely cervet warp, fast colary
Haysvglle Rug Fillsr, and Mavsville Home=-cra®t Soft lotton rarn, Warp was sei abtout 8
threads to the inch on a 30" new heiile loom, though & regular loom of arny scrt might
also be us=d if deslired.

Jirections will first be given for two sim~le rugs., Purchase ? balls of dark
blue carpet warp to meke a.warp abcut 5 verds _ong 57" in width, =nd 2 skeins of Mars~
ville Rug Filler derk blue, and one skein of 1light blue or cream white for the strires.
This is a very simple rug, easy ané guick to mexe. after tne loom has been werped and
tied up so that all of the warp threads are even in tension,wind a shuttle vith some
of the dark blue warp thread to wesve a plain weave heading ahon* en inch wide, If the
rug is to be fringed,this width is enough,but i# it is to be hermmed,make this heeding
about 2 inches wide to allow enoug: to cut and %o turn a good her. After the heading
is finished,wind the shuttle with the dark blue rug filler,and wzave 4 inches,sabout
18 shots of the plain dark blue.

Now put in 2 shots of the light blue,then 3 shots of
derk blue, 2 shots of light blue, 7 shots of dsrk blue, 26 shots of lisht blue, 7 shois
of derk blue,? shots of light blue,3 shots of d=rk blue,

2 shots of light bhlue.This

completes the weaving of tre striped border wrhish will memssure about 13" wide. Now

with the dark blue weave 27" for t-e center of the rug with dark blue weft,and reoeat

the border above for the opposite end of the rug in reverse, Ther weeve the plein weave

heading for the other end like the Zirst. If e ringe is to be le®t allow about 5" of

warp where there is no weaving. Anc Zor enother rug 2llo® another 57 at lenst,hefore
starting to weave aguin. *ind up the first rug on the front cloth beam as is necesary.
I¢ desired the flat leash sticks can be placed in the shed,before <hre actual wesving
beglas again,but this is not needed if care is used to keep the weaving streight.
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At Figure No.l are two broceded t:orders for
~ugs. Dach sguere of cross_sectlon peper re-
sresents one warp threed, Find the center of
the width of the weaving. Start f-2m the cen-
ter of the pattern,and with the %erp threeds
flat go over then under the recuilred pettern,
toward the edge.Them in the same wey pick up
the other side of the center towe-i the edze,
It is better to stop the brocesde =iIck up so
as to leave a few warp thrsads of tlain weave
on each edge. Turn the pick-up stizk on edge
end pass the weft through the pickxed up shed
across the full width of %-e loom. Tren put
in a row of plein weeve, Pick up znother row
of the pastern all across “rom edge to edge,
-urn the tickup stick on eize and pass the
patiern we®t through the s-ed.Thez pess thre
vlain weave shuttle thronugh the al<ernate tlein
weave shed., Always alternzte 2 row of plain
weave betwveen the picked uyr pettern TOWS.

Home-Craft Soft Cotton in cream cclor,wesve the plain weave back of the reé which will

be used for the peszern weft., One snot of the cream,then pick up -over three and under
three all across --e width,which is shown et the top of the borders. Weave *“=is with
the dark red filler,then a row of cream tlain weave, then pick up erother row of over

3 and under 3 warp threads for the width,end end with a row of the s-esm we*%t.Then 4
rows of the derk -ed nlain weave filler, Then start the wide horder as show%rn et B,and
pick up according tc the pattern,alternetizng with the plain weave. ¥hen this border is
finished,weave the over 3 and under 3 border again.Then plain welve with dark red for
the center of the rug for the desired length and repeat all three o2 the seme borders
on the other end 27 the rug in the seme wev. This is a very handsome rug ané the border
will meesure about 6-in on each end. For this rug get two skeins of T~ug £iller and one

skein of Eome-cre”: Soft Cotton in creem. The border at C may be used in the same way

and of cour-se any combination of cclor can be used &s desired.

Sugeestions “or Curtain Materials. It is very easy to plan excellent heavy zlags surtelins
using carpet warp., vn whe heddle loom,threasd the slits with douhle snreed =nd the holes
with a single thresd for the width of the heddle. =~ regular loom would heve 3he heddle
threeded double end the mext single,and sleyed the same,8 threads +<c the inch,counting
the double threads as one. For a werp of 314 warp ihreads, 4 spools of carnet warp

with approx 800 yds to the spool will be needed %o make & ten yard warp. About the seame
amount,possibly & little less will be needed for the weft if 1%t is also of carpet warp,
and it can be. On =n ell white or natural werp,weave with grey,beat ire we®t up very
lightly to leave it somewhat open,end plen & simple design in a geometric “igure for

e repeat,of laid-in technique. For this laid-in figure,use cream color Soft Cotton,
Eome—oraft.This cer be very modern in effect and is excellent material to use this way.
Lnother plan is to use a warp made of two threads of tan warp threeded douhle,and one
trread of write threeded single. It cen be woven with all white carpet warp; w#ith alter-
nate shots of double ten and sinsle white; or bands all of tan, and e2ll of w%xite. An
effective and quick way to weave this warp is to leave bands of open warp wnere there
is not weeving at =2ll. For this wueve about 12" of plain weavefleave l-in of werp
free,wegve 1-in,leave 6-in free, weave l-I1, leave l-in free, weaveb-in,*.Hepeat from

* to * 4 times in all,then weave 12-in for top of curtain.This will meke the curtaih
about 2% yds long when finished. Where there is no weaving, insert strips of folded
paper,the exact measurement of the free sirip, in the shed. When weaving is removed
from the loom stitch on each side of the free strips to keep the wef®t in plece before
removing the paper strips. also mark 8 piece of narrow tape at the exact ple-e where
the open and woven stripes occur so all of the strlpes of the curtein will zome at the
same place when ther are hung. This is important. These are sizple and quick %to do,

and will be 2urable and satisfzctory curtzins.

Material used was ten nzrT2T wert; pele vellow
Eome=-crert Soft Spun cotton, and rust zolor %or the tuft-
ing thread. “eave 6 shots of plain wseve wit: the vellow
weft.Then throw a shot of the rust c:lor all ecross the
width. Take a stick,about an inch wiie, Pull up over this a
loop of the rus*t color,2esying 7 war: threeds hetween each
loop pulled up over the stick. Do this for the full width
of the weaving. Leave the stick in ez wecve & shots more
of the vellow., Pull the stick out of =ze first row of rust
and a row of loops will stand up. Thrc-w another shot of
rust and pick up loops of this,7 wery <hreads apert as in
the first row, Be sure the loops are iirectly above each
other,or the lengthwise rows of loops %ill not-be straight.
Thenweave 6 shots of the yellow and :-:I:k up enother row

of loops as before., After several rows of the rust loops
have been made, slip the first row o _oops one at a time
into the secozé row,then the second into the third row end so on. on the last row,
throw a shot o2 rust through the shed,and as the shuttle goes trrzugh catch the loop

of ta previo row down. On this last row no loops are picked up on the stick and

Almcs: anv errangment
of the loops ze2n be made,but be sure there is the right relationszip between the
height of the loops end the number of weft shots between the loor ~ows so the material
does not pull.

hope the method of working is clear. It could be used in menr other materizls even in

fine weaving.

Colored Warp Scaced Fer Avert. Warp carpet warp in the following ast Colors, two
darkzray, 2 lizht grey, one brown, one pale yellow, one brown, 2 l-sht gray, and 2
derk gray. Thresd the loom singly,one thread in e slit and one ir = hole es given
for the colors in the order above. Then skip two holes and 2 slits,repeat the colors
es above,ther skip two holes and two slits. D& this for the widt: <2 the loom. For
heevy draperj material weave with natural cream color Eome-Craft Sc2t Spun cotton.
This givea a Lsagthwise stripe of color alternating with & plain si-ipe where the
color of the we?t thread is predominating. For very heavy materiel use the soft spun
cottorn double on the shuttle, Used single as weft,the material wc..Z make interesting
luncheon sets or breskfast sets, or plein simple bag material, ¥c-en with cefpet warp
for weft eltrer in the sarme colors es the wrrp or all of gray wef<,end the same size
nile weaving a8 left for the warp speces, excellent c:irtain meterial cen

Luncheon Sets end Breakfast Seats. 1. Tan Warp 120 threads, threaded one in 2 hole and
one in a slit. veft corm snucks,striped into narrow str¢vs. Place = thick end against
a thin end of <he shuck as they are laid in the shed. And alternats a row of the
shucks with a ~ow of tan carpet werp for the weft. The natural colicrs of the shucks
after standing in the field are very lovely. They can be dyed as cne would dve cotton
ir colored boriers ere desired, Dark brown and yellow are the moss ef“ective dyes to
my mind. These can be worked in as end borders with the natural cclored shucks.

2, Warp of the same materddl or of gray carpet warp with wefts of “ine cut colored
percales or knit underwear make excellent place mats and runners, Zut the nieces very
nerrow,about oze fourth inch if lisght weight fabric is desired. Scretimes +the colors
work themselves out in attractive woven patterns when colored percel=sgs are used.
Contresting ber-ders are always effective too 12 desired.

3. Silk stockings cut “1ne and looped together are nice. A recepnt v2ry moderan looking
luncheon set wes made by bleaching silk stockings so theyv were ver: pale vellow,tan,
vsome of them even came out e pale pink, others a grey nurrle very tzle. These were
cut ir loops etout one hel? inch wide,locped together and used as %e®t, Ther made a
xtunning set f-r a Swedish Modern China. Many other ideas are possi:ie.
