Doubtless you have heerd the ides expressed that modern effects could not be
obtained with the texture of Colonial Over-shot patterns. 3ut here i< is, and fairly
successful in the adaptation,it seems to me. This material {s bessed on the work of

one of my students,loretta Loughney,during this rest spring. ¥e hope rou will rind it
of interest.

Figure No.I above is a design for a full size place mat,The xar drea*t for this
two blook pattern is shown just at the le®t of the Tigure, The -attern Araft is planned
for a wary of 420 threads, set at 30 threads to the inch, or 2 threeds in each dent
of a 18 dent reed.Directions for the weaving of all of these patterns =2re given for
the levers of the Structo looms. For a treadle loor where the harnesses sink, transpose
these directions. At Figurs No.2 is shown another design ®rom the geme threading and

key draft as No.l. And of course zany other arranghents are elso possible from this
sene draft.

The key drerft at the left of “igure No.I h=s only hel? off the units,in order
to make the design take up less space.The full key dre®t for this trhreading draft is
shown at igure No. 3 and the threadirg draft for <he loom is given st Figure No.4.
The patterz or woven effect of the blacks 1is written out below the threading drart,
and the rumbers at the right of the woven effect are the numbers of the Structo loom
levers that are used for the weaving.These levers are used over and over as required
for the pattern design as shown at Figure No,l or Nc,2, as desired.

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The pattern desigz at No.§ is somewhat better than the one at No.®,1n that 1t is a
bit more unusual.Though many of you may prefer to do the one at No.8. Also note the
fact that this key dra’t hes a 3 unit patterz block at the end of %the threading which
makes 1t possible to put & bottom border on the place mat.This may be omitted,and the
threading mesde the same as in Figure No.l {7 desired. There are manr other woven
effects possible which you may enmjoy working out on cross section paper,and then
weaving, with this kind of a design patiern.

Also notethat in the threading draft at No.8,the pattern skip length has been shorte-
ned by two threads,and is 7 threeds long, while the pattern skip length in pattern
threading at Figure No.4 is 9 threads long. It is possible also to write this blook
using 5 threads or even 11 threads long. Mrs. Tlorepre Brztten named this sort of &
drart, 5 end 1 threading, 7 and 1 threading, 9 and 1 threading etc., Though she did not
write these threadingsto use them in the mernner that we have here., I shall be interes-
ted to have anyone write me 1f they have ever seen over-shot used in this manner befores:
I believe this is one of the new things which the News will bring to you this year.
Many people do enloy weaving the over-shot texture and I shall hope to hear Trom any

of you that try out this new way of weaving 1it.

Tt 1s possible to weave these two block designs in "Surmer and Winter”, M's and 0's,
Bronson weave etc. I have prepared lessons on Draft ¥riting for any of those of you
who may wish to leern how %to do this. Such lessons with woven examples are $3.50 each,

including loan of the sarmples for two weeks of study.
