I have always been one of
those that could not resist taking a draft to oJieces,
and then setting it un just to see vheat could be
m2ce of tne draft. Althouch it is a frirly safe bet
that the well and truly tried treadling vill give
the best result, it is always nice to trv otaer
werving 1ifts on the odd viece of waro vwhich most
of us have left a7 the end of 2 run, so do lay that
extra 6 inches of war» vhen you are nlanning enother
roject, and try out some of the treadlings you have
by you for other drafts. It is amazinz how
interesting sven the good old stendby - Rose “ath
cen look on another draft, and it maey be just the
thing vou could use for the »attern vorder of the
nexs vatch of curtains you are planning. Always
mark both the draft and the weaving lifvs if you are
interested in one of these ne cowbinations, before
you "ut it “gafely away, for fubture use.*

Lost sumnmer I had an order for half o dozen check
scatter cushions in Merceriscd Cotton. Having
previously nade sorme I started of ond 1loid o warp 6 yd
long in 6/2's. I wos just about to start sleying the
recd, when I discovered, to my consternation, the
worp should hovée heen 12/2's, so it was put aside. A
ronth or so 230, I brought it cut to the light of day
~nd dressced my Chiltern,; not quite knowing what would.
trensvire, os the warp was in three coloured strines.
One of the criicleas which emerged wons o skirt, as T
have made it up, worn it and it hos been duly cdmired
I thought somc of you might like to toke acdvontoge of
1y bad blunder. The material is foirly heavy, but
very uscful for the 'Not so warn days' we so often
get during the Summer, but it looks sumnery. It is
very eagy ond quick to noke so perhaps it won't be
too lote for some of you taking your holideoys o
1little loter on.

The worp is in three shodes, 6/2%s Merc. Cott.
unbleached, pole yellow (Primrosc) and rust, which is
e darkish pink.

Single sley o I4 dent recd, except for the first
ond lagt four, which are sleyed dcublc for the
selvedge. The hezlds are threanded singly as for plain
weave. Loy o worp 22 yds. long, this should give you
enough for wastoge ond o 2 yd. length, when finishecd,
Meke thoe warp as follows:-

~I0" unbleached merc. cott. = I40 ends.
6" Primrose " " = 84 "
3"  Rust " " = 42 W
7" Unblcoched " " = 98
6" Primrose " " = 84 M

The trond these doys secems to be for the place riats
and napkins of two different colours, and very
attractive they look. I s2aw sonc 2 short whilc back
and they hod o spnll self pattern woven ingo the
noterial, I thought somothing could be worked out
using the populer Huck ¥Wenve in sone fornm, and how
much nicecr they would look 'hondwoven' and enhonce
any dining toble. The sets T saw were in Lincn, but
this, unfortunately, wc arc not 2blc to stock,
Mcrcerised Cotton is ~n cxccllent subetituc, of which
we now have on attroctive range of colcours, as
reccntly we have added & nunber cf new shodces to our
stock.

The only disadvontagce to this projcet is thot
two picces of naterinl have to be woven, but I think
it is worth the extra cffort and won't deter you
from trying them. So, now to werk!

The following instructions orc for nots I8"xI2n
vide, and thc nopkins I8" x I8" when finished, ond
for clarification, the nats in Green and the napkins
in Brown.

¥When we were in Conterbury and had lots of
visitors to sce our loomns working, it was clways o
surc ganble thot if the perty contnined any children,
this woe the pattern noane which crused the nost
interest. It renlly does look just likoe <the nane
irmplics, ond neny is the tine I hove helped o srall
fricend to ftrnce the progress of the onnill Is it ony
wondcr thnt the owner of o cat coan also show great
fun to sec¢ the pow-narks in the pattern, just as so
often they occurred on newly laid concrcte?

Besides this ottraction the nottern is nost
uscful for curtoins which call for o poattern that
appenrs to go on ~nd on, and 2lso for cushion ccvers
to noteh, so why not think of it in tcrms of new
curtoings and natching bedsprend for someonc's
bedroon? If you only hove o very sncll loow so long
s i1t hos four shafts you can noke strips of this
nattern ond carcefully join them to give the width
you require for both curtoins ~nd bedsprend.

For quantitics work onthe reckoning thot you
necd o 1ittle under four ozs. of I2/2fs nerc. cotton
for the warp ond binder thread; and four ozs. of
6/2's for thc pattern threcd per sq. yd. This, of
course, ~ssuning thet you will achieve o firm, close
bent, which will in turn givc you years of sotis-
foctory wear for whoatever you weave,

to give 28 c.p.i. when setting the warp,but if you only
have a I2 dent reed then use this, but do bear in nind that
you will get 2 slightly wider setting, and it nay give your
weaving a squat look in the pattern.

if you study the threading draft carefully before
staring on the task of ‘loying the warp, you will quickly
sce that the draft hos been broken up into sections, so
that you can change it around to suit your necds. I do
suggest that you begin with several repeats of the Sneils
Troil and end with thé sane nunber of repeats so that you
forn =« border to the whole th}nb, Next you should thread
the Pussy Cats Pows, hnd follbw this with perhaeps three
repeats of the Snnilg Troil Yefore another block of the
Paws. This con be repeated ih this nenner to give you the
width your loom will take, dr the w1dth you need for your
project. The nunber of cnds necded for the various
scctions is noted undcr the draft. So first of 21l 1ny out
the order of the sections you will use, 2nd thc and the
nunber of threads each sce¢tion will need. Don't forget the
first and last selvedges, 'which, as you should read the
draft fron right to left, arc different. Also please note
that the binder row are T & 2 and 3 & 4 which is diffcrent
than we have usually given. If you have a foot loon which
does not require stripping down after cach piecc of weaving
then with the stondard tie-up the pedals will be No. I and
then No. 5 for the binder. If, however you're-tie for coch
new piecc of weaving, then you will, no doubt “rrcnge that
shafts I & 2 are tied to pedal 3, “ng shafts 3 & 4 to pedal

INFORMAL NOTELET CASES.

¥hen I met Mrs., Hossack of Victoria, Canada
in London last May, she very kindly gave me two
Hotelet cases and two. Tissue cases woven by
Hiss M.Hartshorn, also of Victoria and she has given
me permission to use them for the Magazine. I would
like to thank her very much for her generosity,
thus enabling me to pass them on to you.

We_haven't all,the sane yarns as ysed by
Miss Hartshorn, so I have substituted from.our stock
and have nade sone very presentable articles. I hope
you will like then and find them useful for Christmas
presents, They are inexpensive and quickly made,
also oddments of yarns can be used up, vyhich always
seen to accunulate and can never find a use for.

Pirst, I will give the instructions for the
Fotelet case and I would advise you to buy yaeur
Fotelets first, then you can obtain the correct
measurenents.

For the warp, I used Natural Linen/Orlon Knod,

now, the weft is a little tricky,to exnlain as 1
used various kinds of yarns and also started by
uvsing four shuttles with different yarns, using then
in sequence, but this got a little 'out of hand’
and had to be undone, then I realized the sequence
did not matter as an uneven weave looked very much
better and I then woud only two bobbins each with
two different yarns and interchanged the picks, 2
gicks with one, I pick with the other, then perhaps

and I, or 2 and 3 etc. Mostly I used Rayon 3oucle,
Brown Varigated Cotton, (S.0.90) Spot Gimp, Mercerises
Slub,Linen/Orlon Knop and a little Gold Iurex, in
fact anything that gave a knobbly, oatmealy effect,
as this sets off the pattern band. The two weft
threads are fairly thick and this you want to make
& substantial web and beat well.

Bearing in mind that our readers are of all age groups, we try to
cater for everyone, and the ioncho, I feel is for the young, neverthe-
less I made one for myself, (not so young) and am now wondering if I
shall have the nerve to wear it! I have seen a feu around and think
they will be 'the thing' very soon, so decided to work one out for the
would be weavers to get in 'on the ground floor.! In actual fact, in
working this one out, is how I am the possessor of one! I made mine
in Black double knitting wool with brightly coloured pattern bands,
and it measures about 37" square minus the fringe.

Using double knitting wool, lay a warp 2} yds. long, this should
include uwastage, with 380 ends, which gives 38" in a IO dent reed.
The reed is single sleyed, and the healds are threaded singly, as for
hose rath. when all is tensioned correctly, throw a few picks to set
the warn threads. Using double knitting wool, weave about I" in plain
weave in black, weave a pattern band in red followed by six picks in
black. Weave another pattern band in yellow, again followed by six
picks in black, then a further pattern band in blue followed by gizht
picks in black, throw one pick in a different colour for a cutting
line. This completes one patterned band and should measure about 53"
to &', work three more complete bands, not forgetting the eight picks
at the commencement and end of each band.

Find the centre of your completed squarec, measure round your head,
and cut a round in the middle of the square, a little smaller than your
head measurement. Zlip the square over your head to meske guite sure the
hole is not too small. If no adjustments are required, machine round
the circle,

The Collar. This I knitted as I found a material collar was not all that
satisfactory and difficult to get neat. Cast on about I2C stitches on

Zioe 9 needles and knit in I ilain, I iurl for 4 to 5 inches. then cast
off, stitch one edge to the right side of the neck, fold collar and
stitch the other edge to the inside of the neck, ieatly stitch the open
ends and fasten with a button and loop buttonhole, .s the .oncho is worn
with a point doun the centre front and centre back, the fasteneing should
be in a line with one of the points.

The fringe. Cut the wastage from your warp into 9" lengths, and taking
three strands, fold in half, insert a crochet hook in one corner of the
garment, draw the locped end through then pass all ends through the long
loop and pull knot tight. Knot the fringe close together all round the
~oncho. There probably won't be enough waste warp to finish the fringe
but you should have a spare ball untouched.

For some while I have been thinking along the lines of iall
iianging, which arc the fashion at gresent, and recently liiss Green



of Lynton, Devon, came up with her ideas and has kindly
given permission for me to use them in the magatine. Ehe
gsent some for me to see and they werc most attractive, so I
think the best way is for me to give the instructions as she
gave them to ne. ’

'"The first t.all iianging tried was an end of a towel
warp in I2/2's unbleached cotton sett at 24 e.p.i. and
threaded to give iloneysuckle borders. i.ecave about an inch or
so of plain weaving using a fine cream wool. I wove several
differont pattern borders, from the simplest to the really
elaborate, deviding them with an inch of plain weave and
bordering each with two rous aside of gold Lurex. These
borders were in shades of red, pink, turquoise and mush-
room, G/2's Mercerised Cotton. I happened to have an cak
frane with it's glass and back, and the resulting !'picture!
has since adorned my sitting room and is much adnired.

Jince the first experiment I have tried out others:-
4 small square mat with fringes cach end in thig liose (set
up specially and did several) and these look well in cottages
Then somc wall hangings without frames, but with a piece of
bamboo threaded through a knotted fringe, a cord tied to each
end of the bamboo to hang it up by, and a triplc knotted
fringe at the bottom. .lthough I usually use left over warps
the idea can just as easily be a project, setting up enough
varp for several wall hangings.

The secrcts of success arc:- .. good versatile threading
such as ilose .ath or llocneysuckle., .. good choicc of colours
and the intruduction of Lurex. This last, seems to make all
the difference.

- If framed the samplers can either be fringed and lightly
tack glued to a backing, such as hardboard; or it can be
stretched taught over the board and laced at the back, after
the manner of mounting a piece of necdlewcrk.

For frames, I haunt jumblc sales and frequently buy
thenm complete with glass for a few pence! These samplers
would make very acceptable presents, and ideal for sales cf
work. They cun be any width and any length. On a natural warp
the main colour for the wft, can be any colour, thus giving

many varied hangings. -G

A SUMMER OKIIT.

This is a simply woven skirt and by using a straight
pattcrn when making up, you could quickly complecte the
garment beforo the Summer is over.

The weft is 3.0. 74, licrceriscd Spiral 5lub and by
using a colourcd 6/2's lerceorised Cotton for the warp, this
would give a little added depth of colour to your naterial,
and as the pattern is a Huck sctting, the warp colour
would bc brought out in the vcaving, Of coursc if you prefer
a vhite skirt, 6/2's Full .hite lore. Cott. warp would look
very nice, and any colourcd tops and cardigans would be
cxtremely smart.

Although berccriscd Cotton is on the cxpensive side,
with the skirts being worn short thesc days, the cost would
not be great, and would be a lot cheapcr than if bought
from a shop, also would wash and ucar ucll.

The quantitics will be bascd on the amount pcr sguarc
yord, but when I do a skirt for mysclf, I usually lay a
warp about 5 = 6" widor then my hips, this allows for take
up during wcaving, shrinkagc and scams. I also allow about
8 - IO" on thc length for a kick plcat, if rcyuircd, and a
vaist band and not forgctting your wastagc.

Lay a warp of a width and length to your own requirce—
ments, rcemembering that cach pattern ropecat has IO ends.
For convenicnece, uc will assume the width will be about 261,
with a sctting of 2I c.p.i., and thc number of thrcads, to
obtain a good pattcern balance is 550. Using a I4 dent rced
it will be 2 thrcads through the first dent, then onc
through thc ncxt, but remember to thread the first and last
5 dents doublc for the selvedges, which arc plain ucave
threads. The healds arc thrcaded singly.

If you want a hcavicr cloth; then sct at 24 or oven

28 c.p.i. and remember this wcave neceds a GOOD Bualy to
give a firm wcb.

G.DENING APRONS.

Many of you who have uritten in the past, have often mentiondd
gardeaing activities, so hore is an apron for you with good sized
pockcts to take siring, labols, sccatours and cven small trouels and
forks, in fact all thc small illus}vo impcdimenta onc nccdse

vhen I decide on a gardening scssion, I arm mysclf with
a barrovw, spadc, fork cte., plus small tools and trundle off
to the urgent spot. Very often I usc the small tools, put
them down and then can't find them when I vant to usc thonm
again, so I nov pop thom in thc pockots of my apron and they
arc rcady for usc.

Thesc aprons arc 'dual purposc!. vhen not nceded for the
garden, they could be very useful for house work. Dusters,
spray polish and the likc, can be carricd around from one
roon to anothcr. They would also make acceptablc presents,
so instcad of making just onc, why not put cnough uarp on
for 4 or 6, and give your gardening fricnds onc. They arc
good 'scllcrs! too. :

I made minc from sonmc 4/2%s cotton in Gold. This is not
on the 5.0, list, as thc stock is not very big, but I have
cnough for somc few dozen aprons, I also have a little blue,
vhich is 8/3's. If any of you would likc pattecrns, ask for
gardening apron cotton, and I shall knou uhat's what,

Each apron takes I yard of woven matcrial and is about
26" yide in the rced. Lay a warp in 4/2's Gold cotton, with
360 onds and as long as for thc number of aprons you intend
meking, plus your uwastage. Using a I4 dent reced, single sley
cxcopt for the first and last four dents which arc thrcaded
doublc for the sclvedge. For the thrcading, once morc I
uscd the Roscpath draft, as therc arc not very long over-
shot thrcads to gct hooked up on rosc thorns ctce.; and is
morc practical. For the benifit of ncw readers, the draft
is as follous.

LWhen your warp has beon rolled on and correctly tens—
ioned, checked for any crosscd threads, the wucaving can be
started. lLork 22" using the Gold cotton, in plain vcave,

a cutting line, wecave anothor 4" in plain weave for the waist band,
throw another pick in colour for a cutting linc, then work the pocket
which has bands of pattorns., First weave in Gold about 2" for a turn
in for the bottom of the pocket, then work 3 or 4 difforent coloured
pattern bands, separating the bands with about 4 picks in the Gold,
any odd colourcd cottons can be uscd, so long as they arc thick enough
to give a bold pattern. If some cottons arc a little fine, wind double
on the spool and use double. The pockets mecasure IO" of wcaving, so
lcave about 2" to be woven in Gold, after thc last pattern band and
this will give you a heading and about a " hem at the tep of the pocket,
vhen making up.

Don't forgct that most Roscpath patterns require a binder after
each pattcrn row, binder rous being on shafts I &3, 2 & 4 alternately,
also aluays rcad pattern drafts from RIGHT TO LiFT. '

The cotton is 5/- 1b, and for the pattern bands
you will probably have somc odd ounces tucked away that you
can usc. Very incxpensive attractive aprons!

BLACH BAG.

I have tried to design this bag sc that it is roomy,
yet not too deep. with decp ones, even if you put articles
you will want first at the top, when you come to get them,
they always scem to have worked their way to the very bottonm
and you fish madly around or takc cverything out. .hon e
go to the beach, I am all for comfort but as we usually go
in the car, evcrything gots popped in tho back. On arrival
at our 'sitting place! we gather uwp food bag cte., and then
rugs, cushicns, li-los, becach wraps cte., in fact wec look
as if we intond staying for tho weck-cndl But to go back to
the bag, you should bc able to get in a fair sized towel,
suim suit, inflatablc cushicn, purse, bock and any other odd
bits and piceces. I also find a couplec of plastic bags very
uscful for damp towels and swin suits. Jo with all the
various oddments in mind, herc arc the instructions. Zut
first I would like to mention that the bag would make an
excellent once for knitting ctc. When I started the sample

picce, I began the pattern work in 6/2's
Morc., Cott. with a binder of Lurex and it
lcoked really sumptuous, but decided that
gimp would be more in kecping for the beach,
I thought I wculd mention this as it may
give some of you ideas for other projccts.

For onc tag you will necd a piece cof
woven material about 30" long x 20" wide,
so make your warp this longth, plus your
vastaze. I used 8/2's plain unbleached cotton for the varp and gimp for
for the weft, which is an allover pattern, and red machine sylko for the
binder thread, vhich follous cach pattern rou. I started off wery gaily
uith the sylko and thon found I was using recls and rccls, onos roal
doing about 7%, and at 9d per rccl , I thought it was getting too pricy,
so suitched to I2/2's licre. Cott, and likecd it better alsc worked out
choaper. Come of you will have samples with sylke and semc with Mere.
Cott; but I do not advisc you tc usc sylko.

Using &/2's unblcached cotton, lay a warp 30" long, plus your wastas:
and 319 cnds, a I4 dent is threaded singly cxcopt for the first and last
four dents; which arc threded doutlc for the sclvedges. This will give
about 22" in the rced.

If your linen cupboard is getting a littlc low in towecls, I think

" you may likc this onc. Lven if you have plenty, they make very acccptablc
prescents for all occasions. edding Gifts also, cspecially if you madc two
decent sized towcls and two smaller hand towels, niccly packed up in the
attractive paper you can buy these days and tied with a white satin
ribbon, I am surc any bridc would Le morc than delightecd.

The majcrity of towels scen to be stripes, plain er have the pattern
in colour. This onc has a colourcd warp and thc pattern in unbleached
gimp, and thc warp can te in any colour that takcs your fancy, as we
have a very geod sclecticn in llerecriscd Cottons and it rcally docsn't
werk out all that expensive, and think of the wear onc gots out of it!

I proposc giving instructicns for onec good sized bath towel, and il
you require smaller oncs or a large and small, you cen casily caleulate
your nceds. For the warp, Standard ¢/2's Merc. Cctt, can be used, but
Se0. IO plain cotten would be very good if you want to keep the expense
as low as possible. This wec have in Pale Pink, Pcach and Lemon., rFor the
weft, C.0. 8I unbleached gimp. For a towel about 3I" wide x 54" long
when finished, you will need a warp dbout 2% yds. leng, which should ine
clude your wastage and a little being taken up during the weaving,
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Loy o warp of 6/2!'s coloured cotton with 463 ends, which
will give about 33" in a I4 dent rced and single sley
except for the first and last four which a threaded double.
The healds arc thredded singly throughout.

Most of you will probably knew that with the last Budget, as Purchasc
Tax of I33% was imposcd on all types cf cotteon and wool, and this
includcs weaving yarns.

The Channcl Islands do not come under the British Govermment as we
have one of our own, and we have no irurchasc Tax on gocds. .hen I buy
yarns from the suppliers in .ingland, they can oexport to me Tax Frec,
and I scll teo you Tax Frec. uvhen ycu receive ycur parcels you may be
charged thc appropiatc amount and have to pay the postman,

I had a session with Her HMajesty's Customs Officer to see how we
stood; and I rather gathcred that a 'blind eyc' may be turned on small-
ish amounts. Jince this i/Tax came into force, I have sent all parccls
as usual, heavy and light, so far I haven't heard of anyonc being
charged. I would like to point out, that should you have to pay on
delivery, you would not bc paying any more than if ycu bought the yarn
in .'ngland, as the Tax is alroady(ingluded in the selling price in the
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shops. If you are not charged, you will be getting it
cheaper,

I have tried to find a way of making things casicr for
you to save ycu thc bother of paying on delivery, if you have
to, but I think, having taken further advice, weshould go on
ags usual, at any rate for the present, and sec what trans—
pires. is far as I can sec, the only thing I might have to
do is to be more explicit on the Customs Declaraticn form,
in which case I should have to declarc the geods as, sc much
wool, and so much cotton ete., I am surc you will understand
if this happons.

48 you knew therc are a few yarns held by lrs. ilorris,
and as she buys ncw stock the :/Tax will be include. in her
buying pricc, and theroferce will te included in her sclling
price to you, but whon I am cver in Ueptember, we will havc
a gct together and sce if we can arrange somcthing te give
satisfaction all round.

SHOTLAD  JuCiliT  aiiD SKIRT.
I expect many of you do what I so cften do and that is,
keep an cyc cpen for idcas in shops and folk's wearing
apparel. Some time ago I was in a cafe and I saw a very
attractive jacket, woven back and fronts with knitted sleeves
and collar, It was as wecll the good lady had her back to me,
even so, I was afraid she would feel my eyes boring into her
back. when I got home I jotted down a few notes and later
set about creating the jackst and decided on natural 2 ply
Shetland wool for the main part of the weaving, the slecves
and the collar, with ycllow, blue and white fcr the colour
part, as the woven parts wecre checked. -

The colours are two threads of cach,; repeated to give
22 ends; then 22 ends in natural, then the colours again and
so on, so that the overall effect 1s not too definitc a check
as it would be with blocks of colours. It is very simple to
weave and smart., Ilaturally the cclours can be of your own
choice,; the only reason why I used the colcurs I did was
because I wanted the jacket to go with a couple of skirts.

I propose giving dotails for size 38" bust, but thc width
can easily be adjusted to suit your own requirements as the
checks measure Is" when finished, and you can either add or
take away checks.

For the warp, allow 2} yards, plus ycur wastage and this
should give cnough woven material to allow for shrinkage and
for matching the checks when making up. How, using all 2 ply
Shetland wool, lay a warp 2% yards long, plus your wastagc,
in the following sequence:— 26 onds of natural, § 2 Bluc,.

2 Yellow, 2 White, 2 Blue, 2 Yellow, 2 White, 2 Blue, 2 Yellow
2 White, 2 Blue, 2 Yellow, (22 ends) then 22 ends of natural,
repeat from J six times more, onding with 26 onds in natural,

338 ends.

'Using a 14 dent reed, singlc sley except for the first
and last four, which are sleyed double for the sclvedges.
This will give approximately 24" in the reed. The healds are
threaded singly throughout as for plain weave, I,2,3,4,
ropeated for a four shaft loom; or I,2, repeated for a two
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shaft loom,

When the warp has becn carefully rolled on, tcnsicned and checked
for crossed threads, the weaving can be started, but first throw a fow
picks in some odd yarn, »9eferably as thick as the wool or a little
thicker, to space the threads evenly. Weave in the same scquence as
given for thc warp thrcading, beginning with 22 picks of natural and
then two picks of each colour in the colour sequence, Continue thus
for the length required. Do not beat the weft, simply bring the batten
down on the web and lay it closc to the previous pick. 22 picks should
make a squarc. If you beat wool, it will produce a harsh material, and
and will be uncomfortable to wear. Don't forget that when the tension
is slcckened the weaving will closc up a little, Uhen the length of
matorial has been woven, rcmove from the loom and lightly stcam press.

For thc making up I usod a very simplc pattern which only had darts
on the front sidc scams to allow shaping for thc bust. The body part
of the jackct can be lined or you can ncatly bind all the cut cdgcs with
bias binding, and it is casicr tc do this beforc assobbling. Knit two
slecves on lios II ncedles in cither 2 plain 2 purl, or I plain I purl,
£nit a collar in thc samo rib and two strips to go down thc two fromts,
which arc stitchcd from the lower cdge to thc neck. Makc button holcs
in onc strip. When the woven part has been all scwn togethor, sew in
the slocves, collar, and the front strips, therd scw on buttons to
correspond with the button holes on the other strip.

Quantitics rcquired for the jackot., Approx: I5 ozs of liatural 2 ply,
this includes the slocves, collar and front strips. 4 ozs Bluc, 4 oszs
Ycllow and 3 ozs. Whitc.

i skirt tho samc as thc jacjot or just in Natural 2 ply would
makc an cxccllent Spring suite, and for this you would have tc add extra
wool, which would bec epprox. IC ozs. por squarc yard,

Did you know that:- Merceorisced Cotton is cotton troated with a
solution of caustic potash or soda, or ccrtain othor chemicals, which
makcs it lustrious and strong. Named after John Moreor who discovered

this mcthod on I85C. It gives cotton clasticity and a high affinity
to dycs.

FR(i KD UGS TO PLACD MATS.
© First I will deal with thc knee rug as the placc mats
arc morc of a 'follow wp'. ' )

- ubout three ycars ago, lirs. llorris gavc an article for a
drugget of odds and cnds of wool. I have been very keen to
try this pattern in the form of a knee rug, but have ncver got
around to it until now. I have scen Mrs. leorris! drugget and
liked it so much, I thought you weuld likc to try it.

I usod Seottish Tweed for both warp and weft, and as I
had quitc a fow odd.colours by me, thesc werc worked into the
pattern.” If you haven't Scottish Twecd, knitting wocls would
do. The colours I uscd werc:- Higger Brown, Ycllow, Bluc,
Dark iwcd, Grocn and Coral ‘and the warp was all white. Cf
coursc you can usc any colours that take your fancy.

Incidently, I took the finishod knecc rug into the.shop
I de wcaving for, but was a bit dubious whcther they would
takc it. Tho buycr was also ‘dubious, so I suggested that they
should display it over Christmas, and if it wasn't sold I
.would havc it back. Therc werc two peoplec in the shop whom
I was acquainted with, and with a !'Good Morning! to them 1
went on my way.-I'was in another shop when thesc same twe
folk camc in and when they saw mc, literally gambolled over
and said 'Wc have beught your rug.! I was dclighted, they were
tco, .and tho assistants who sold thc rug, so cveryonc was
happy. How's that for a quick salc? Thc ink.was hardly dry on
the pricc label! For thosc of you whe sell ycur warcs, how
about it and I hopc you will as lucky as I was if you try
"thom. For thesc who weave for pleasurc or for othor people,
thesc rugs arc-very warm and acecptablc. I oftcn usc onc, not
so much for warmth, but to provent my leogs getting nastily
mottlod and scorched by the-fire. I -have transgresscd rather
a lot, so now down tc busincss.

For onc rug about IF yards long by about 32" widc when
finished, lay a warp of White Scottish Tweod L yards long,
plus your wastage,(this should allow for shrinkage when
processing) and 532 cnds. Singlc sley a I4 dont reed, oxeopt
for tho first and last four dents which arc double slcycd for
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the sclvedges. This will give you about 38" in the rocd. The healds arc
threadod singly thrcughout for Roscpath setting; ‘and I have given the
draft so often; I am surc you must all know it by now, Don' forgct R
the first and last 8 arc throaded I,2,3,4;1,2,3,4, for the sclvedge.

khen all is:roady for weaving prococd as follows:= Usc a double
shuttlc, that is onc that carrics two pirns, or use two shuttlca; but
this can beeome a little confusing, as you will have four shuttles in
usc when the pattern strip is being worked. If: you do -usc ‘two shuttlcs,
they should beth have the samc colour weft, and enter from cithor side
in the samc shed for cach pick. With the doublc shuttlo the two pirns
work togethor, as you always usc the weft yarn double throughout. You
can also wind your bobbins with double yarny but this can also bc a bit
tricky as onc thrcad always gots longer than the other and has to be
carcfully drawn through sc that both thrcads arc the samc length when
making thc picks. ' '

Weave about 3" in plain weave with the first colour of your ‘choicc
then introduce the sccond colour as the binder thrcad, as you weave the
hoscpath pattern band. First with shafts 3 & 4 raiscd, wecave a pick
and follow with a binder row, ropcat. onec. liow thc sam¢ on shafts I A
repeat, then shafts I &2 ropcat. Theon shafts 2 & 3 repeat and- finally
on shafts 3 & 4 again, twice, but aftor thec ‘sccond throw, D& HCT TICJ
4 BINDGL, but do remember a binder follows cvery other pattorn row.,
liow roversc the colours so that you use the first colour for the binder
and the sccond colour for the pattern werk., You must have two lifts of
cach pair of shafts given and the ccntre should have four picks— two
cach colour. Complete the sccond half of the pattcrn band and then
weave 3" of plain weave in the same colour as you eompleted the pattorn
llow introducc another colour for the binder and reversc as bofore in
the middlc of thc pattcrn band, Continuc in this way for the required
length. Some sort of scquence of eolours is. advisablc, but this is a
matter of choico.

Perhaps on rcading thesc instructions through, it may scem rather
complicated and confused, but if you take it carcfully stcp by step,
you will very quickly gct the idea and forge ahcad, and I .am sure you
will find it worth the cffort.

then the length has been completed remove from the loom and finish
with a knotted fringe about 3" long. The rug will neced procossing,
which you can-cither do at home; or you can sond the rug over to me
for professional treatment at 2/- per-squarc yard, ' o
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The wdrp for ‘onc rug will takc about 5 = 6 czs.-per sq.

Liow the Placc llats. For these use ¢/2's Mere, Cott. the
warp could bé of a neutral colour, sott fairly closo, -about
21 c.p.i. and” ‘about ‘I4% wide. The draft is the same as the
knce rugs, as dlso ig thc pattern work in different coloured
coloured 6/2's Mere. Cott., so you can use up some odd spools

_you may have. by you. For about 6 mats you will require about
a 3;5 yard warp. ‘and about 328 cnds.

Begin weaving with I® of plain woavo, then the pattern
werk which is thc same as the rugs, cxecpt that you omit the
plain weave betwéen the pattern bands. In othor words, work
in continuous pattorn, changing colours in thc middlc of the
patterns. when about II" has beon worked, weave I" plain
weave - and this complctes onc mat. Leave about pEsLl unwoven and
then commence the sccond mat,

then all have been woven, remove from the loom, stcam
press and finish by cithor hem stitching or machinec all round,
but far cnough in to allow unravclling for about a 4" fringe,

This 1s an easy draft, but quitc cffective and a material
that is fairly quickly woven. I cah sce this pattern as a
very versatilc ond, from kitchen or bathroom curtains to a
smart coat, jackot or even a dress length, cushion covers,
tray cleths, in fact, what you willl

Perhaps the woven samplc dees not givo a very goed
impressicn of the pattern, as it is a littlc large which madc
it difficult to cut good picces, so I have also tricd to give
an illustration on the inside cover.

For the warp, I used 6/2's Whitc Morceriscd Cotten, but
6/2's unbloached plain cctton could bec uscd. The pattorn is
in Black/Gold iiayon Bouclc with a binder in I2/2's Mcre.Cott.
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Lay your warp to whatever length
you rcquire for your prcjcct, and for
the width I had 37I cnds which wag approx.
24" in a I4 dent recd. I will give the
dctails for this width, but as one
pattorn mocasurcs a littlc over 3", you can
casily adapt to whatever width you rcquire
simply by adding or subtracting pattocrns,
and cach pattcrn has 44 cnds.

Having laid your warp with 371 cnds,
singlc slcy a I4 dent roed, cxecpt for the
first and last four which arc double slcyed
for the sclvedges. Thce hecalds arc threaded
singly throughout in thc following draft,

Beach wraps at this time of ycar seom somewhat of a
chilly proposition, but therc is nothing like beoing proparcd
for your Summer holidays in advance, and save that last minute
panic. This is always suppcsing you intend spending them by tho
sca.

Over herc, in our bays, no beach huts arc provided for
undressing and drossing purposcs, for which I am truly thankful,
Qur bays arc so beautiful and picturcsque, to sce rows of
uniform huts would ruin them. Most isianders have a wrap, which
they don, and undrcss and dress under. .11 very proper! Many
visitors have them, and thosc who haven!t manage vory well
under a large towel, or find a nico big converiont rock to hide
bchind, and therc arc plenty of rocks around.

This sounds as if I am oxpceting you all to come to
Guernscy, but in fact it could apply to most scaside rosorts,
and if you want to go to a quict spot to bathc, or sunbathc
instcad of using a boach hut, which incidently you might have
to queue for, and minglc with the 'maddening crowd', a wrap
is the answor. They arc very casy to make, simply a straight
picecc of towecling, and any length you likc. Sew up the sides
lcaving an opcning for the arms and a hole at the top for your
hcad. Slip it over your hcad and you provide your own beach
hut! . matching towcl would also bec very uscful, so I am
giving instructions for both articlos.

‘It will dopond on your individual heights as to the longth
roquired, but the width should not be much less than 36", to
give yoursclf wriggling room. We will supposc thc length is to
be 40", that. is from shoulder to hem and as therc are no
shoulder scams, the fremt and back being continuous, the full
longth of matcrial would be 8C", or 2% yards, which is an inch
cxtra. If you intcnd doing the towel as well, then allow
another Iy yds. for a good sized onc.

How for suggested materials, for the warp, S.C. 97, rod
cotton and thc weft the reddish orange gimp, S.C. 80, and I
proposc somc pattern bands in Honcysuckle in a contrasting
colour, for cxamplc, grocn, turquoisc, but wc have somec quitc



good colours in S.C, 8C. for you to choosc from.

Lay a warp 2+ yds., long for the wrap, or 32 ysa, for both towecl
and wrap, plus your wastagc, and 803 cnds. Using a I, dent roed, slcy
I L.7P.I.,; that is, double slcy the first and last four dents for the
sclvedges, then sley 2 throads inte the next dent, I into the ncxt and
rcpoat 2,1,2,I, until the sceond sclvedsc has becn rcached. The healds
are thrcaucd singly throughout in the following lloncysucklc draft.

Liow weave 1n the main colour until your work mcasurcs about I% yds
long, or minus thc amount your hcading and bands measurc, iicmembor we
allowed 2% yds. for the wrap. Then rcpeat the bands, in roversc, cnding
with 6 to 8 inches plain weave for the hem and hcading. If you arc

working the towecl as well, throw onc pick in a diffcrent
colour yarn to act as a cutting linec.

For the tcwel work about 3" in plain weave with the yarn
thc same as the warp for a hem and small hcading, then with
the gimp, weave about IM, aftcr which work the paitcrn bands
thce samc as in the wrap, thcn plain wecave in the main colouod
gimp until you have cnly cncugh warp 1lcft for the rcpeat of " the
bands and hcading.

liemember a binder row follows cvery pattern row, this is
on shafts I < 3; and 2 & 4. You can usc thc samc yarn as the
warp for the binder or perhaps some finc yarn you may have by
you. .

The following arc suggested pattern'lifts, but many other -
cxciting and intcresting pattorns can be obtained, so plcasec
do try out diffcrent combinations of lifts and times repcated
and scc what you get, Why not put a little oxtra warp on; and
try a fow before you start?

When the weaving is complcte, romove from the loom and stoam press
to sct the web, thon scparate the towcl from tho wrap by cutting
along the cutting linc. :

To makc up Wrap.

Fold the matcrial in half and scw up cach selvodge side from the
bottom to within about 9 to IC inchcs from the top. Turn in the cdges
of thc armholes and stitch. Thon taking tho centro of the fold, mark
about é" on cither side and cut along the fold. This forms thc opening
for the head. If you wish you can make the opening circular. Turn in
a hen of about £, lcave a small opening in tho hem so that you can
thread in a draw string of cotton cord. This you can buy in difforent
thicknesscs as you probably know. Then finish by hemming round the
bottom. This is a very simplec way of making up and you will probably
havo your own idcas on thc mattor, For the towel, you just make about

a v" hem cach end,

Towclling drosses still scom to be 'the thing! end the same idea
as the wrap would be smart, but naturally thce making up would have to
bc morc shapcly and there arc some nico patterns in the fashion books.

For a picec of material of I squarc. ya.rd, you will require about
6 ozs. of the red 8/2's cotton and approx 2 to a pound of gimp,

WOVCH FRINGES.

Somctimes it is desirable to finish an articlc with a fringe and
instcad of the usual knotted onc, perhaps you would likc to weave
some, You may likc to put a fringc on cach end of towels, boockmarkers
stolcs ete., They are a 1:Lttlo fiddly to makc, but they do give a
profcessional touch.

The warp takcs 4C cnds and use a I4 dont recd. Devide the warp
into two lots of 20 thrcads. rass an odd piocc of thrcad through the
centre dent of your reed, then taking onc warp of 20 threads, thrcad
them through the reed, 3 per dont and bogin 2% away from tho thread
marking the centre dent. Do the same with the.othor warp, thus giving
a spacc of 4" betweon the twe warps. For the healds, which arc threaded
singly, onc lot of twonty is threcaded on shafts I 7 3, and the other
lot on shafts 2% 4,
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Two shuttlces are required, cach with thrcad the same as
the warp, then a third shuttle, preferably the stick type,
with yarn thicker than thc warp with which the fringe is woven.
For bookmarkcrs itayon Crepe Twist for thc woeft would be ideal,
and silk for the warp and finer weft thrcad., If a coarscr
- fringc is roquired, then usc about ¢/2's for the finer thread,
and 6/3's or even a littlc thicker for the thicker ®s: .

Weave a small heading tc set the threads and prceeced as
follows:— liaisc shafts I . 3 and make a pick right acrcss with
the iayon Crepe Twist; ncw raise shaft I and wiil the finer
yarn make a pick through the shed given, ic, Ist little warp
only, licw raise shaft 3 and with the cther fine yarn, meke a
pick c¢n the seccnd warp. Thereby ycu arce weaving two warps at
the same time, with a commen thicker weft fcr bcoth, liow use
shafts 2 & 4, and make ancther pick right acrcss with lLeyon
Crepe Twist. Then raisc shaft 2, make a pick witih the finer
thrcad, then shaft 4 con the other warp, again ucing the fine
thread, Continue alternating the shafts and threads fer the
length required.

llow a word cr twe about the tic wp cof pedals as single
shafts arc used I, 2, 3; 4. Wec usc thc Standard pedal tic up
which is:~ Shafts I#2 to pedal I, 23 tc podal 2, I3 tc pedal
3, 2.4 to pedal 4, 35 to pedal 5 and Id4 te pedal 6. This
gives the twe plain wcave or tabby pedal 3 & 4 in the centre
and can be opcrated casily with onc foct, and leaves the cther
four pedals, twe on cach side for pattern woerk. For the tic wp
fer the fringe ycu will have te release tic 2 on pedal I,
lcaving shaft I, tic 3 on pedal 2, lcaving shaft 2, tiec 4 on
pcdal 5, leaving shaft 3 and tic I on pedal 6, lcaving shaft 4.
leaving pedals 3 and 4 as they arc.

When the required length has been achieved, romcve frem the
lcem and the fringe should be cut cxactly deown the middle tco
give two longths. The necat weven heading is scwn on to ycur
article, and fer the beokmarkers the fringe should covor beth
back and front.

If ycu arc thinking cf wcaving a thicker ccarscr fringe,
you will not need sc many warp cnds, but keop them fairly
close to give a firm heading.

This small overshot pattern has many
tses; upholstery, cushion covors,curtains,
workbags and cven cvoning bags with a
littlc Lurcx incorporated. I am surc you
will have your own idcas for it's usc.

I usod a warp of Light Groy I2/2's
Merceriscd Cotton , for the pattern 6/21s
Merc. Cott., and R2C3"3s plain cotton for the
binder which follows cvery pattern row,

I tricd a number of colours for the pattern and frund the darkcer shades
or strong shadcs werc best to bring out the pattcrn and I think .zalca,
the bright pink, is my favouritce., Iaturally my cheicc isn't by any
mcans cverycencs. By the number of samplcs of Mcrecrised Cottons I have
gent out,; I feel surc many folk will have them, but shculd yeu wish
fer a swatch, I will gladly scnd onc on rcceipt of an addresscd cnve-
lopc and cash for rcturn postage. Pleasc remember, I cannct use
Znglish stamps when sending back te yru. Sce ncte on S.C, list.

Lay your warp of I2/2's Mcrcorised Cotton and sloy a I4 dent recd
28 c.p.il., that is 2 thrcads pcr dont. Thc picec I did had 745 onds
which gave just 265" in the reced. The full pattern has I8 conds, 9 to
balancc the pattorn niccly and 8 cach cnd for the sclvedges. The width
can casily be altered by cither adding or taking away patterns of I8
onds. The healds arc threaded singly thrcughout in the feollowing draft.

The Material is plain weave throughcut and is sctt at 28 c.p.i.,
in a T4 dent rced, double sleyed. .im at having as many picks per
inch as you have ends in thc recd. This may roquire a little practisc
before puttin on the warp with which you intond weaving the tic
matorial.

working on thc assumption that it takcs 5 - 6 ozs to wecave a squarc
yard of material, allow 3 czs. for twe tics if you intcend dcing the
I8" width. This amount shculd take carc of the wastage for tying on
cte. To allow for waisting of the matcrial cn the lrem; I weéuld suggest
you lay ycur warp for 20" cr cven 2IM tc ensurc you have I8" width whon
you ceme to cut the tics. .lso allcw I = 2% on the called for 255"
length of cach ticy as thore is always a tendancy for the warp te
centract a little when remcved freom the loem, and dont't for-get' the
usual wastagc for tying cn cte.

The reed is deuble sleyed and the healds arc threaded singly
throughcut as for plain wecave. ic. I, 2, 3, 4. I think the conscrva=-
tive colours will pcrhaps find a morc rcady markct and with twe
colours carcfully chescen, you could lay the warp of alternate throads
of thc chcsen twe. ~ .

Having sclceted the twe coleurs for the warp and laid the thrcads
decide con the eclours for the weft, thesc should blend with the warp
cclours, for example:~ Tan and Beige would leok well, with Lemen and
Nigger Brewn. Cf ccursc ycu can have the warp and weft all onc coleur,
cr the warp onc ccleur and the weft another, thesc arc just scgrestions
and naturally the cheice is wp te ycu. ,

Thovwoaving is plain wecave thrcughout and when completed, remeve
frem the leom and give the material a gocd stoam press.

You may like tc umpick an old tic tc use as a pattorn for making
up, but if you wculd likc the pattern frem us, we can supply cne, but
plcasc send an oxtra 9d with ycur crder for weel, If ycu just requirc
the pattern, then send 9d plus the cash for roturn postage. If ycu fecl
like lining the ties; cut two piocces cxactly the same size as the tic
picces and firmly tack them to the tie piceccs.Why nct send for a swatch
of the 2/24's Finc Wecl, we have some very gocd and varied colours.
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WOCL WuAVILG.

Quitc a number of weavers have writtcen frem time te time
‘saying when woaving with wcol, threads break, the wccl gots
roughed up, forms neobs behind the healds, in fact all scrts
‘of unplcascnt things cceur and may be for scme fclk can be very
toff putting'. With a littlc practisc this ncoed nct be the casg
and twoeds and wcollen articlcs arc very uscful, hard wearing
and gocd lccking. I thought porhaps I could holp a littlc with
onc or two suggesticns.

First and forcmost it is most importamt to kecp as cven
a tensicn ag possible whon winding thc warp cnto the back
rcllor, also when tying on to the front tic bar. Check carc—
fully for any thrcads that may bec too tight or too loosc and
adjust by retying thc kncts. :

To sprcad the thrcads cvenly across thc warp, throw a
fow picks in somc odd yarn, proferably a little thicker than
the woel yeu intend to usc, and beat well. When thc spaces
-made by the tic knots have disappeared and the threads ovenly
spaces; the weaving can be commenced.

Never beat wcol as this will producc a harsh, scrubby
material that will not be comfortable to wear. Lay a pick and
bring the batten down fairly firmly sc that the weel just lics
against the provious pick. Try tc.kocp the same amcunt of
prossure con the batten cach time. If the pressurc is scmotimes
light, scmetimes heavy, you will have a very uncven, ridgy
material, Once you have dene a few inches ycu will scen get
intc a good casy rhythm. For an cven weave, it is gencrally
the same number of picks por inch as threads per inch in the
recd. For example:= I4 c.p.i. in the rced calls for I4 picks
per inch of weven matcrial., 28 c.p.i. 28 picks per inch.

Try tc keep the weaving as ncar as pessible te the width
cf the warp in the rccd, Thore is always scme lcss in width,
but when making a pick take ycur thread diagenally cut tcwards
the recd and leave the thrcad slack. If ycur thread. is taut: -
the weaving will get pulled in and cvery time the batten is
- breought down, it will try to pull the threcads tc the width in
the reced and will causc rubbing and shz_ fufng el t i-tircals
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which will ovohtually broak.

If ycu arc using fine cr soft wcel, when ycu lay the warp, ycu
can include a fairly finc cotten with ycur selvodge threads which will
give a littlec extra strength. This is quite pormissable as normally
the sclvedges arc cut off whon making up the material,

Lven with wool weaving ycur tonsicn sheuld be quite taut and it
is surprising thc amount cf tcnsicn that cax be cxerted and mairtained
without the threads breaking, 4 gocd tensicn will give ycu a clear shed
If the tensicn is inclined te be slack this causes the throads tc rub
and kncbs form, the hairs got caught up with cach cther and thrcads
that should be raised arc kept down, and vice versa, and thc weft
will gc over threads they shculd ge under. In all a very frustrating
state of affairs and ycu feel like relegating the whele let te the
dustbind! ' ~

Onc mere peint; ycur threads shculd pass frecly thrcugh the donts
in the recd. Toc thick a weel in fine dents will alsc cause fricticn
and brecaking.

I hepe this will be a little help and that ycu will try again,
We stock IO cut Scottish Tweed, 2 ply Shetland Weel and D.K, Shotland
Whoecling.

1 very cften mentien Mrs. licrris and it has cecurrcd to
mc that quitc a number of you may wender, who Mrs. Herris is and wherc
she fits in, sc I thcught it might bc a gocdvhk¥§ Supnlighten the,
perhaps, scmewhat puzzled oncs. Many felk already Mrs. licrris well
and arc familiar with her paticnce and weaving oxperience, sc will yeu
plecasc forgive me if ycu knew abeut her?

Some years ago I wanted some yarns and nct knewing of her cxis-~
tance I wrote arcund and by devicus rcutes I was advised to write to
Mrs. liorris cf Cantcrbury, Kont. This I did and I was delighted with
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the yarns and her friendly leotter. when I went ovoer tc _ngland
cn a visit, I made a point cf going tc¢ Canterbury tc makc her
acquaintance and found she was very helpful. Lach time I went
tc Ongland; Canterbury was always part of my itincrary. Then
she meved te Sutten Valencc, still in Kent and during onc cf
my visits she tcld mc she wanted tc give up the Mail (rder
part of thc busincss. My first thcught was, 'Ch dear! Where
shall I get my yarns?'.

The term 'Lincn Weave! may give the improssicn that
linen thread should be used fer the projcet, this is not the
case as either lerceriscd Cottons for warp and weft, or, a
cotton warp and a linen weft, that is if ycu have some linen
tucked away, can be used very satisfacterily.

The term 'Linen Weave! arosc from the old hcuscheld
linens, these were mostly woven with linens grown, retted
and then handspun by the mistress cf the hcuss befere the
actual weaving. '

: For these mats I2/2's licrcerised Cotton was used through~
cut, the warp was I2/2's Lgyptian ilereé, Cott, which is often
mistaken for linen and wears excepticnally well, or you can
@ag. I2/2's unbleached Mere. Cott, For the weft, cach mat is
woven in a different cclour, thereby giving a chancc to usc

up some of those partly used spcols that accumulate, Thesc
mats have pockets in which the napkin is placed when not in
usc, sc cach pcrscn has a different coloured mat, 2 place for
the napkin which will eliminatc the discussion as tc which
napkin bclongs to whol '

For four place mats, lay a warp 2% yds. long, plus your
wastage and with 376 onds. This will give about I33" in the
recd. Doublc sley a L4 dent roed, giving 28 cepei., and thrcad
the healds single throughout. :

74, which is
white, and perhaps not quitc so suitable for lampshades as the
naterial works up thicker and would not lct the light through
so well as the finer vhite, For curtains it is idecal, as the
slubs in the yarn forms it's own pattern and when hung wp
against the light is most intriguging.

< word of warning. The colourcd yarn is not fast and quitc
an anount of dyc comcs out when washed. For cither curtains cr
lampshades, I don't fecl this is all that terribly important
as both articles arc not 'always in the wash tubt!

The warp is spaced and 8 threads measurc about IV, in a
I4 dent rccd, so it is very casy to caleulate for any width
you may recquirc. For the samplc picec I laid a warp of 2ot
cndsy which mcasurced about 22" in the reced.

The Canadian pattern is twe plain squarcs; and the imeriecan, twe
oblengs, in a striped cotten warp which weuld be useful for Surmor weag
I made the squarc cnc and instcad of having it plain, intreduced three
pattern bands, sc the details will be for this cne.

Many yarns can be used such as, cotten; wocl; gimp, mchair and
Lurcx can cven be intreduced, sc they give plenty of secpe for cxperi-

DOUBLE HEAVE TEA TOMILS.
While conplllnn the July Hamezine I was thinking about a
doublc weave article for this issue and couldn't decide if
it should be a cushion cover or a towel, my brain wouldn't
function beyond these two thines. Then completaly out of the
blue, iiiss Harriott of Gosforth sent her idca for double
weave tea towels and I decided they were just the thing.

Double weave ig very useful for the folk who only
possess small loomg, if it anly a I2" loom, you can produce
a piece of material about 227 wide, when finished.

1iss Harriott's towels werc in unbleachod cotton ¢ n@
coloured gimp for the warp, and then squared off with th
cotton and girm for the weft.

-The measurements scca to vary guite a lot with bought
towels, but I thin% a fairly recasonablec size is about 247
wide by about 30" long, so with this in =mind, your warn
should be zbout 32% 10ﬂ“, plus your wastaze ﬁad this will
allow for a 1little shrinkarc. I always thint it is very worth
while to make morce than one article as you only have one
lot of wastare to allow for,; so would suzzest &t lsast four
towels, in which cage you would rcruire about a 33yd, warp,
plus your wastage.

I used I2/3's unbleached cotton for the warp and double
sleyed o I4 dent rcede. If you would like tho towel to be a
littls thicker, then ncs §/2's cotton, but instcad of a IZ
dent reed, it would be advisable to usc a I2 dent rced,
double sleyed. This gives the thres cnough roont to pass
cach other freely in the dents, thus avoiding friction and
wearing.

With 12/3'3 uﬁOlC“C} d warp cotton, or 6/9' which
ever you prefer,.lay a 3% ydo warp in the follov1n maniaer -
24 ernds cotton, 4 ends coloured gimp, repeat for I2 more
times, then lay another I2 cnds in cotton.

Here are a few iteus for small, but I hopc, accentable
Christmer presents, that nsy apneal to vou, and whet is more
they can 211 be woven on the sanc warp.

We will start off with Cho%ers, which scen to be the
Yacw' rage ot the moucat, but I well renacmber ay :other
wearing a piece of blac'z velvet ribbon, to which was
Tacgtenzd o litile diamante brooch, round hoer nsclk. IT ono
waits long cnough, the old fashioned thines coae right back
into the lime light again end are 'The Thing'. I havce aade
quite a number and have run riot with colours, lurc:,
rayon crepc twist and 6/2's licrce Cotton, and you can use
un so aany oddments of varne.

For the warp I uscd I2/2's white merc. cott, about IT"
wide, i.c. 476 ends, I% - 2 yards long and doublc sleycd
a I4 dent rced. The hcalds were threadced singly throughout
in a snall overshot pattern, such as Roscpath, and Tor this
vou would nececd 4060 cnds, making 59 pattern repcats with
four ends each gide for the selvedge, threaded I,2,3,4.

For the weaving, wor' about I" using 12/2's mcrc. cotte.
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the sane as ¥your warn, then woave your nattorn band in a diffcerent
coloured yarn, thicker than the warp, to a depth of about I - I%”,
then weave cnothier IV in plain weave. Throw 2 pick in o differcent
colour to act as a cutting linc, when makins up. Continuc working

These are made in the sane way
as thc Chokers, on tho sons width worp, but with a picce of
elastic about I" wide or lcss, and about 3% long scwn to cach ond
of the band. The lenagth of the olastic can bo adjustod to the sige
of the head.

SWEDISE  APROAS.

The apronsg we have given in previoug issucs of
'Loomcraft' have mostly had patterns in some form or other
making bands ncer the hem, but the Swedish tyvwe I saw in
a shop some tine ago, had the pattern bands running fxrem
from the waist to the hem and very attractive. they werce.

I made a run of about 6, using the Roscvath thrcading and
they proved quite popular.

This will becomc clearcr as we 7o along.

There arc many differcnt shaft scquenccs that can be used, so do
try somc out for yoursclves and cxperiment. In most cascs you will
ecd a binder thrcad and this can be done in I2/2's cotton or

When all the nccessary attontion has been given to the warp,
the weaving can be started. Weave about %" in plain weave, then
work patterns bands, about 3 narrow onecs or 2 wider oncs until
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he work mcasurcs about 6" from thc commcencement of the
pattern bands. Wecave about 9" plain wecave, then rencat the
bands in rcverse, cnding with the I plain weave. Thig
should complecte onc apron measuring about 24%. Jow throw
a pick of a different colourcd cotton for a cutting linc
and wecave the rcegt of the aprons, using differcnt patterns
for the bands. Leave cnoush waro for the waist bhandes, cach
oinc heing about 3% in pvlain wcavce.

The materials requircd would be approx. IF lbs. 6/2's
lMerce. Cotte or I0 ogzs I2/2's, and odd amounts for tﬂo
pattern work. The smallecst amount you can buy is a ¢ 1lb:
spool. Mach apron would cost about 6/6 - 7/— cach, not
too decar as thinzs go thesc davse
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MAmother apron idea was sent in by lirs. ilerrett of ilormandy,
(Surroy) and thecec arc 'gquiclkic' instructions as it was so casy
but cffcctive. The werp was a light brown and fawn cotton, laid in
very fine stripes, very haphazard, verliaps onc brown, two fawn,
onc of cach, thcen one and two, but tHOﬂ was no uniforn nunber  6f
thrcadsin the strinces. The weft was /2'* cotton, again in
stripcs, tho nredominant colour b01au brown, the strinecs werc of
2ll colours scnaratcd by a fow picks of brown, and then morc col-
ourcd stripes and noerhaps gooxt 3 =~ 4 incheg of browi.

Thc saaplc Iirs. llerrctt scnt was very gay, and looked most
nrofcssional. Here again you can usc up thosc oddnonts, in fact
you nobd not stick to 6/2's cotton, tﬂb 1wfroduct10n of diffcerent
tynce of yarac would give addced intercst.

BROOKS BOUQUET WITH ROSEP4TH SETTING.

It is some years ago since Mrs. Norris gave us Brooks
Bouguet, which I tried and liked very much at the time, but
have not used it much since. On reading through her article,
I noticed that she mentioned threading up in a pattern, and
thought it would be a good opportunity to try it out.

another feature about Brooks Bouguet is that it can be.
worked on a Rigid Heddle Loom, also two shaft looms, but if
these are employed the threading would of course be as for
plain weave.

So with 2 trolley cloths in mind, I set about things and
1laid a warp 30" long, plus your wastage, and 24" wide. This
gave me two cloths approximately 22+ x I3" when finished.
Using I2/2's Full White Merc. Cott. you will need 672 ends
and double sley a I4 dent reed to give 28 e.p.i. The healds
are threaded-singly throughout as for Rosepath,. whlch is the
following draft:-

I had the Brooks Bcuquet right across the warp, in groups
of eight, but first I wove a headlrﬂ in plain vnzv%<L0f about
I", using 6/2's Mcrc. Cott. in PJuL, and this Iafﬁrougnout
for the weft. We will first deal with the Brooks Bouguet, so
open the next plain weave shed, and make a note of which this:
is as all the twist rows are carried out on this ched. Place
the shuttle in the shed and bring it out betwscn the Ath, and
5th. raised thread. Make sure uhe welft thread 3s giraight in
the shed without pulling it, then return the shuttle irto the
commencement of the shed and bring it cut 3in between thz next
4the and 5th. thread, and straighten tha welt thread
sufflclently to tighten rourd ths four threads that have the
weft thread twisted rourd thez, then return the shuttle inte
the shed betwoen the Igt. and Znu, group of feour tiveads &l
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and bring out between the 3rd. lot of 4th. and 5th. threads. Continue
in this mannerright across the warp, taking the next four threads with
each progress. You can only decide for yourself with experience how
much tightness you will need to draw each bunch of four weft threads
together. When you have completed the full width, give a good beat to
close the weft thread, but be careful not to distort the web. Now weave
about five rows of plain weave and work another row of pattern twists.
It is most intriguing to see the medallions and crosses forming
as you work, and although it is not a speedy process, I hope you will
find it well worth the little extra trouble, and there is no end to
the various ways in which these open pattern rows can be uséd to give
a wide range of designs. as already stated, the pattern can be operated
on rigid heddle, two shaft and four shaft looms.

For those of you who have threaded up in the Rosepath draft, and
having completed the Brooks Bouquet , work about three picks in plain
weave, measure the work from the beginning, and make a note of the
amount ; then start the Rosepath pattern in the following lifts. This
is a little all over pattern and does not require a binder.

Shafts. Pedals.
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Repeat from the beginning for desired length. as you will want the
cloth to be about 24", weave until the work measures this amount, less
the amount measured at the beginning, of heading a Brooks Bouguet .
patterns, which you now repeat to complete the cloth, Leave about Iz
to 2" unwoven, which will be used for fringes when making up, then
weave a second cloth in like manner. When both have been completed,
remove from the loom and steam press. Devide by cutting mid-way between
the unwoven part and either hem stitch or machine along each heading.
The selvedges, being neat, can be left as they are, but if you want
a fringe all round, then stitch about 3" in and unravel.

To re~cap. When I have finished one cloth, I throw a,ﬂew.picks,
about 8, in some odd yarn, leave the unwoven part for the fringes,
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then commence the second cloth, again with a few picks of odd-
yarn. This holds your weaving proper in place and you can
pull out a couple or soc rows of the odd yarn, which will give
you a straight guide line for machining which should be a
close as possible to the last pick of weaving. :

Next quurter, I shall be giving another open work weave
which is very effective and can be used in conjunction with
Brooks Bouquet.

PATTERNED SKIRT.

Before I start on the instruictions for the tweed with
the woven sample, I thought. you might like the sequel to the
small overshot pattern I gave in the Spring issue of
'Loomeraft! , number 9, I970. This was intended for curtains,
cushion covers, work bags etc. but when I had the warp on
doing the sample, and as usuil put extra-en, I thought.I would
see what a mixture would be like.

The warp was in I2/2's Merc. Cott. in pale grey, and I
did the pattern work in Nigger Brown Scottish Tweed and for
the binder used pale blue 2/24's fine wool. The result was
a very nice skirt for my sister, which has been much admired
by many folk.

' The pattern works out larger than in the woven sample
being of a thicker yarn, which bye the way for those who
don't po¥ess this magazine, was in 6/2's Merc. Cott., but I-
do not{fhink'it detracts in any way, in fact I think it looks
nicer. Being a small overshot the threads are not easily.
pulled,.even though we have a very 'rumbustious!' little dog,
he hasn't so far 'snagged! o thread. '

For those of you who may like to try this material,
I will give quick instructions, as you may not have the
Magazine. The warp is of I2/2's Pale Grey Merc. Cott. sett
at 28 e.p.i. Double sley a I4 dent reed, and there should- be
745 ends in the warp. The hecalds were threaded singly in the
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following draft.

Repeat from the beginning throughout. i binder thread in 2/24's fine
wool follows every pattern row, on shafts I & 3, 2 & 4.

Whén finished, I washed the material in the usual way, as given
for the tweed, and found the ironing ecasier.

The approx. amounts.
3 - 4 ozs. of I2/2's Merc. Cotton for the warp per sq. yard.
6 — 7 ozs. Scottish Tweed, for the weft, por sq. yard.
2 oz3s 2/24's fine wool for the binder,
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TWEED WITH WOVEN SaMPLE.

Having been commissioned to weave some navy blue and white
check tweed for skirts for o couple of friends, and being = =
partial to navy and white and checks myself, I am hoping there '
are lots of other folk with the same leanings, so I decided to
put on extra warp to give you a woven sample.

Tweeds are always useful and I om very inclined to think
that navy and white will never go out of fashion, so feel
pretty safe on that score, also there se.m to be plenty of
checks cround. | '

The sample was woven with I0 cut Scottish Tweed, which is
one of our repeatable lines, and the warp was laid to give
32 in the recd, and it was sett at I6 e.p.i. If you do not
po%ess 4 I6 dent reed, you can either use an elght dent reed,
doublc sleyed, or o I4 dent reed, in which case, thread the
first four dents and last four dent double for the selvedge,
and then thread I, I, I, I, I, I, 2, I, I, I, I, I, I, 2, :
repeated. The length of warp depends entirely on whether you -
want a mini, midi or maxi skirt, with all these different
lengths, it is impossible to give you an estimate, but to
give you an idea, you will need twice the requlred length,
plus your wastage, and plus cbout another 3 + to 4 yd for
take up during weaving and shrinkage.

The 32" width of warp in the reed, will be reduced to
around 27 or 28" when finished, so depending on the hip.
measurements you require, you could probably cut the walst
bond and possibly a kick pleat from the edges.

Lay your warp with 2 ends navy, 2 ends white for the whole
width and you will want 5I2 ends. Sley your reed to give 16
e.p.i. as already suggested and thread the healds singly
’throughout 2 navy, 2 white, correspodlng to the reed thread-
ing, and as for plain weave, I,2,3 4y etc.

The weaving is very simple, as it is plain weave on
pedals I & 3, 2 & 4, throughout, working two picks with nayy
and two picks with white tweed. Needless to say, you will
require two shuttles, one navy and one white.
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When the project has been
completed and removed from the loom, you
con have it professionally processed,
which we can undertake for 2/- per square
yard, plus the return postage, or you can
process the tweed at home; but it takes time.
Wash the tweed in two lots of good soapy
water; and use ag soap powder that isn't too
fierce. Thedto the last rinsing water, add
a little Scrubbs .monia. The material is
best done in a washing machine as it wants
to be_well agitated. This helps to remove
the o0il and impurities, and thickens the fibres. Wring the material
to remove as much excess water as possible, hang out to dry, and when
nearly dry, iron under a damp cloth until completely dry, and this
taokes a very long time. ' - :

This navy and white warp setting looks very nice if you use
different colours for the weft, the shaft lifts being the same. For
exumple:—~ Brick repand white, brick‘rqfand yellow, yellow and saxe
blue, yellow ind green, all these would look very good , but they:
will completely chunge the character of the »attern, ‘ : :

approximate amount of Scottish Tweed needed per sguare yard
is I0 ozs, so if you are deing just the two colours, you will need
about 5 ozs, of each colour. '

HOME-MADE  SPOOLS.

Mrs. K. MacLellan of Invernsss, sent in the following idea for
winding yarn into cheeses. Her effects, like mine, turned out a
cocoon shaped object, so she set about devising an idea. To use her
own instructions, this is how they are mude:-

I have devised home-made spools of discarded cardboard tubes,
which one accumuluates during the course of weaving activities, with
cardboard flang:s. The flunges are madeof two pairs of cardboard
circles about 24" in diameter, pierced in the centre and then little
radiating slits are cut. These are then bent upwards mcking a little
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'erown'! as it were, in the centre of each disc. The flat
(Uncrowncd) surfaces of the two discs are then glued to-getha
making one flange, which is glued by it's two crowns to one
end of the tube., The crown of the inner facing along the tule
whilst that of the outer disc faces towards the extremity of
tube. The disc for the other end is assembled and attached in
the same way. I found these quite satisfactory for mult.ple
warping. Thickish card could be used if uvailable and then
possibly one disc for ecach flunge might do und alternate tabs
being bent in opposite directions for attaching to the tubes.

another idea, you may like to use, this time from me.

When I am weaving bookmarkers or a project with a very
nurrow warp, I sdways find it difficult to find a resting
place for shuttles not in immediate use. I put them in my lap,
but as I weave up the warp, it secms such a long way from lap
to weaving place, especially as one gets nearer the baton.
Sometimes I wear slacks, in the Winter, and that is even worse
as the shuttles disappear bctween my legs and I am for ever
more rcetrieving the shuttles from off the floor.

In desparation; I hunted around for a piece of cloth,
fastened string to euach corner, tied an end to each side up-
right of the loom, just below the breast beam, and the other
two ends to the uprights that take the shafts, fairly low
down, so that the ties do not interfere with the shaft
movements. Mine was a bit Heath Robinsonish, but at least it
worked and was a great improvement, and by having the cloth
fairly tight, I was able to place the shuttles where conven-
ient and pick them up when reguired. all very handy!

I have now mude a respectable shuttle rester of fairly
strong matcrisl, hemmed all round with tape attached to each
corner. You need the cloth to be about I8 or 20% wide and
about II" long, or depencding on the length from the breast
beam to within about 5 or © inches of your shafts.
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This idea and measurements dcpends on the type of lcom you possesg
some of you may be able to fix small ledges of hardboard at convenient
locations. These could be screwed on when doing a narrow warp; and
could afterwards be easily removed.

Whilst on the subject of ideas and suggestions, I often get asked
for tips to keep weaving and slevedges neat. Now, I think this is more
up to the aptitude of the person concerncd. Practise comes ‘into it a
lot, but some folk arc morc neat of fingers than others, and this is
a natural bent. It is the same with embroidery or plain’sewing, some
folk will finish off ncatly, wherezs others will lezve ends Hanging in
all directions.

I am one of those who neaten mended warp ends, joined in weft
threads, and each time I am about to ‘wind on the weaving, I inspect
for ends and cut off .ny surplus, so that the cloth doesn't look like
a 'shaggy dog!'.

I hope this docsn't sound like fblowing my own trumpet' and that
you will think I am a paragon of neatness, in many ways I 2m not, and
I cm surc I would Be & most untidy persony if-I.hadn't had a2 very sound
tralnlng in my youth, and now I can't help myself! I must admit, to sec
a piece of cloth coming off the loom all neat and tidy looks fmr nicer
and more. profe831onal thun ends all over the place, also in nearly all
text books one is advised 'not to permit ends to hAng loose!'.

511 this, also applies to the selvedges, if you join the weft thredd
at the sclvedge edge, turn the old thread back into the next shed for
about an inch and bring to the top of the weaving, then throw the new
thread into the same shed, over-lapping the old thread for about half
an inch, then continuc wedving, but cut off the surplus of the joined
threuds. Do try not to have 2 loopy selvedge, the weft threads should
lie just snugly along the warp thrcads, and remember not to pull your
weft thread, or the weaving will become 'waisted' and then trouble will
begin with broken warp thréads at ‘the edges. When weaving, leave the
weft thread slack, the surplus will be t ken up a8 the baton is brought
down for beating.

While I am about it, I might just as well 'stick out my neck some
o



more', by adding, from information I have picked up herc and
there, that some people are not taught patience, care ,
attention to detzil, and correction of faults, all of which
are essential to good weuving, but are allowed to go by the
board. Give a good grounding in the essenticls, when the pupil
has grasped them, there will be abundant opportunity for self
expression in creative weaving.

I know I am of the 'old school', but so is weaving, one
of the earliest crafts and it secms to be such a great pity '
to produce an inferior piece of weaving, for want of good
grounding, when it could be so lovely. You can't beat the old
adage, 'a thing worth doing, is worth doing well'. Come to
think of it, I don't seem to have heard it lately, and unfor-
tunately so many things are not done well. :

Please forgive my outburst, I am not presuming to teach
wecaving and this moagazine is not for that purpose, but to
help folk with ideas, patterns and weaving projects.
