WAY” MONK’S BELT

"Here is a samplc of the Norwegian way of doing it.”

My nephew and his wite are living in Paris where he is with the Ameri-
can [.‘:mlmssy. Brut ll}ey had spent their vacation in ]V]Orgediil Norway.
R{:il]izing the difference hetween this piece and the weaving he had scen
me doing. he sent it to me. When he was in the island of Cypress. he
had sent me a picce ot weaving trom there. Fle knows | appreciate the
ideas | get from weavers in other parts ol the world.

Rig{ht away I wanted to share this pricoe of Norwegian weaving with
you. | did not have the same pattern as the one he sent, but 1 learned
many years ago that our Monk’s Belt is the basis of much o the Scan-
dinavian weaving, so | made a smnpl(:r using the Monk's Belt Pattern.

Next | made a piece like Pattern “A™ combining all the trca(“ings used
in the Sampler and putting them together with five throws of white tabby
between cach one. The finished picce carried out the Norwegian idea
and was not too dilferent Irom the picce my ncp]]cw had sent.

Then 1 made several smaller pieces combining several borders, in the
SamMe way=—no two borders made in the same color. In Pattern A |
went to the center using all different colors and then reversed using the
same treac“ing and colors as | did before in the reverse order. Surely |
had never used so much color in one picce of weaving., It was indeed
striking]y different.

| waniled to see what an all-over design all in one color would be like,
so | made pattern No. V over and over in red. Combining just two colors
Blue and Yellow, T made Pattern “C.”

Pattern "7 is the way | have always used Monk's Belt in previous
vears. The small border is Number V1 and the larger border is Number
HI on the Sampier. Pattern "E7 s a simp'e pliu‘e mat with a Monk's
Belt Border combining /Mnd 2 and 3 and 4 with the Q\and_ 3 and 4 andf
ireadles. T o
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You can rea(.{ily sce that even llmu;jl] Monk's Belt uses 1 and 2 and
5 and 1 treadles most, there are various ways vou can comhine these
treadlings. Also the Norwegian wiy of using CVOry border in a different
color and malcing the whole picce a combination of borders is very dif-
ferent, to say the least.

Just make voursell a Samp|er. tirst, and lmng it on the wall as a guide.
Ot course tul)hy meust ulwnys be used when you use the same treadle
several times in succession. fﬂluly each border Scparalc[y and then com-
bine them into a runner, using a diffcrent color for each border. Choose
vour colors so thal lh{'y will blend well.

Now you can put on a ’ong warping, h\-'cnty--fi\-'(r fo forly ynr(ls, and
you can make so YOIy many dificrent combinations of designs and colors
that no two pieces need he alike. What a t‘.lm”tmge for an interesting
summer of wenving! [ just hope you have half as much fun as | have
had with this pallern.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

Mrs. Pettey writes that she has
made a number of room size rugs.
Her explanation to Miss Peter-
son’s question in fall issue is 1o
lay strips on the floor, put edges
together flat (do not lap) and
sew or lace them together. Begin
in the center of the strips and
work towards the ends. In case
a strip is a little shorter, it can
be pulled to the length of the
others.

Many beginners write and want to
know where they ecan find a
school to teach thém weaving or
help them brush up on technique.
Mrs. Frank Strauss of Wisconsin
writes that she took up weaving
under Mrs. Henry Glander at the

Manitowoe Wisconsin  Vocation -

School. Maybe you other weavers
~ can write and tell of some schools
in your area.

Mrs. Pierson of Arizona would
like to know how to keep the out-
side strings of warp on loom from
getting so much slack.

Carl and Anne Eder of Minnesota
write a very lengthy and interest-
ing letter concerning their love
for weaving. At the end they ask
if anyone might have an extra
copy of a pattern for 4 harness
automatic loom. At the present
they use the Hollywood and Birds.
eye weaves,

Mary Plaisted, Grand jJunction,
Colorado teaches some weaving
and wants to pass along answer to
question concerning what is nec-
essary to sew carpets. She says to
bring edges elose on a smooth sur-
face then with doubled heavy
thread in large needle stick under
each edge. Best Lo stagger rather
than stitch oppesite one another
as this will tend to leave a little
play and help lay, flat on floor.

MANY WEAVERS LIKE
SHUTTLE IN BOOK FORM

Mrs. Emma Cook is delighted with
the new Shuitle in book form,
and finds it easier to take care of
and use.

She has had her loom only a
short time, but right after her
marriage 36 years ago she had
her first carpet made. Mrs, Cook
had a weaver weave rags that had
been sewed and made enough for
a 16 foot room. She sewed 4 long
strips together over and over the
edges and matched the stripes
with heavy coarse thread.

Mrs. Cook warns, “Don’t sew
so tightly that you can’t lay it on
the floor and make the seam
straighten ouit.”” Now with her
own loom she can make the com-
plete project. In fact, she made
3 long strips for a eustomer and
then furnished her warp to sew
together. Her customer used the
system of starting in middle and
sewing to each end.



ANYONE WANT TO ANSWER
THIS QUESTION?

It seems 1 have trouble going
around the seclvage. How tight
should I pull the material being
woven to make the selvage tight
and no loops left. Tam using now
old material cut into carpet rags.
Any information for a beginner
will be appreciated. then when 1
learn 1 would like to do pattern
weaving.

WEAVER MAKES DRAPERIES

Mrs. Cherubini, of Pennsylvania,
received the new fall 1961 Shut-
tle and enjoycd reading it very
much. She has been weaving since
1913 and this spring decided it
was time to make draperies.

She wove 8 yards of material,
all Maysville warp, ecru and
brown, then threaded each sec-
tion with 2 dark brown, 20 ecrn
and then 2 more dark brown. The
loom takes 24 threads per sec-
tion. Then she wove 20 threads
of ecru and 1 of dark brown and
repeated this until 8 yards were
made. (Be sure to use vour
stretcher 1o keep the selvage
threads from pulling in and
breaking.)

Mrs, Cherubini cut this into 2
cqual pieces, then matching the
dark brown stripes exactly, eut
these 2 pieces into 1 and made
two pairs of draperies with 4
hems at the top and bottom and
one inch turn in at cemter of
drapes. All sewing is best done

by hand.

Mrs. Helen Wright, who
lives on an 80-acre farm
southeast of here, used
those i t e m $ and others to
build a loom,

“It may not sound prac-
tical, but it sure does the
job,” she said.

“In fact I think I can
do better work on it than
the big one I bought.”

The do-it-yourself ven-
{ure is not her first,

Several years ago she re-
modeled a loom that didn't
quité suit her.

“With no man around
the house you just have

te fix things the hest you
can,” she said. “T've got
so I'm pretty fair with a
saw,”

Mrs, Wright began weav-
ing in 1946, but it wasn't
until the death of her hus-
band six years ago that
she began to spend more
time at her looms.

“It helped me pass the
time and there were so
many things 1 wanted to
make that. I got so busy
I couldn't quit,”

plained.

She has made curtains,
rugs, pillow covers, purses,
scarves, doilies and towels.
She even wove material to
upholster a chair.

“I've used about every
kind of material you can
think of-—from overalls to
burlapbagsandfeed
sacks,” she said.

Mrs. Wright said her hob-
by makes filling Christmas
gift lists easy.

“I just figure what 1
think folks might like and
then sit down at the loom
and go to work.”

Mrs. Wright is weaving
towel sets for her eight
grandchildren, A son, Dar-
rell, lives at Onawa, Ia., and
a daughter, Mrs, Carl Swan-
son, at Sidney, Ia.

When the Christmas rush
ends, Mrs. Wright plans to
try weaving a silk dress
ang a bedspread.

Mrs. Wright rents her
cropland to a neighbor, but
continues to raise chick-
ens.

“I've got about 370 lay-
ing hens and, with my
weaving, I don’t have time
to retire to a rocking chair,”
she -said.

Sometime ago I received a note
from you asking if we are still
weaving or if 1 wished my name
removed from your mailing list.
For goodness sakes, keep the
“Shuttle” coming! We are still
weaving. In faet, since 1 wrote
and sent a picture a year ago we
have added an electric powered
loom. That is in my husband’s
department as [ am not mechanic
enough to run it, nor care to
change from my hand loom weav-
ing. I would not have the same
sense of accomplishment in my
finished product. However, it
does very good work and helps
out in a rush, as my husbhand
doesn’t work at it as steady as I.
We find weaving a very absorbing
(as well as profitable) hobby that
pays for itself. You might say we
have collecting looms as a hobby,
too, as we now have six, all differ-
ent, but working.



I am enclosing a snapshot of a
corner of my weaving room, |
had just wound warp on the one
direetly ahead. (Maysville, as you
can sce by the boxes.) The lighter
colored rugs are of material from
a local knitting mill. The dark
one is made of Mavsville filler.
The 2 small mats arve of fine warp
and wool and nylon yarn made on
my 1§ inch wable loom, which
they tell me is obsolete, as it is
not made for vears. but 1 have
lots of Man with it becanse T ean
tluke it with me wherever I wish, |1
ulso wove the drapes at the win-
dow, although only the plain por-
tion shows.

I just love the Shuttle, the pat-
terns by Mrs, Cripps are lovely.
We also enjoy the letters and pic-
tures of other weavers, Their ex-
periences and ideas are very inter-
esting and helpful. No don’t stop
the Shunle! We watch for it
spring and fall. In fact T sent an
order for Maysville warp and fil-
ler this very morning.

HAS USED MAYSVILLE WARP
FOR 20 YEARS

Here is a weaver, Mabel Maugh,
of Wisconsin, who is proud of her
rugs. We are, also. and certainly
appreciate her interest in Mays-
ville produets,

THE KANSAS WEB I'OR A
CENTENNIAL YEAR
The F. E. Wendlands have made
carpets for rooms and many rugs.
bags, mats, searves, upholstery
materials and pillow tops. These
Ransas folks use Mayville warp
and varns and think they are tops.
One of their striped warp pat-
terns that they like very much is
the Kansas web. Their loom has
a two-inch sectional warp beam
and the pattern is worked out in
the 24 threads in a section. It
runs like this: 1 dusty rose, 1
colonial green, 1 dusty rose, |
colonial green, 4 lemon yellow,
8 dark brown, 1 lemon yellow, 1
dusty rose, 1 colonial green, 1
dusty rose, 1 colonial green. You
see we have green for the wheat
stale, brown and yellow for our
state flower, the sunflower: and
rose for our beautiful sunsets,
This is a web which works well
with many colors, either of yarn

or of strips. This is Kansas Cen-
tennial Year, and Martha plans to
use the pattern more than usnal.




ROCKY MOUNTAIN WEAVER

Antonette Jacobson, of Wyoming,
got a Newcomb Studio Art Loom,
June 6, 1955, Since then, she has
made hundreds of rugs and car-
pets for two large bedrooms and
two  stair carpets.
