Our semplse this ..2th 1s a simple varistlocn of Tradish Bound
weaving, Woven like the ssmple, it 1s excellent for bags or
purses and makes a fine, long-wearing (but rather expensive)
upholstery material, Woven in finer threads, it is sometimes
used for borders on curtains or luncheon mats, It also makes
a stunning dressv bag for afternoon or evening wear in metallie
and rayon combinations,

The distinguishing feature of this weave 1s that the warp 1is
complately covered by the weft, and that the pattern is governed
by the color arrangement as well as by the treadling., The en-
tire materiasl can be made finer by using lighter welght threads,
If the weft is finer than the werp, meny rows will be nseded to
cover, A little experiment will show the best proportion in
weight between warp and weft,
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The sample shown was done on the counter-balanced tie-up.
The rising shed arrangement locks better if a slightly finer yarn
1s used snd it makes a much more graceful and celicate design,
The sample is set 10 to the inch, Warp should be set wide to

permit weft to best down,

Primary Colors - Red, Yellow and Blue.

Color - The hue or appearance that a body presents to the eye.

Hue - Color tint.

Tint - & slight coloring distinet from the principal color; hue
or shade.

Black - Destitute of light ; opposed to white,

White - Reflecting to the eye all the rays of the spectrum com-
bined.

Gray is the origin of all color, and is placed in the center of

the color chart; colors to the left of a vertical line through

the center of the chart are warm colors; those to the right are

the cool colors. Good color schemes should over-balance to the

warm side a little blt,

Complements - Colors directly across from sach other, on the chart.

Weighbors cr Anaslogous colors - Colors lylng next to each other,
having a close relationship, and having pleasing harmony
when used in a group.

Triads - or split complements - recognized from the chart by the
use of an isoccles triangle wilth 1ts sprex on any one color
in the ecirele. The other angles of the trlasngle will indi-
cete the other tweo colors necess:r to corxlste the harmony.

& large amount of gray will balznce a small amount of bright color.

Lpproximately 20% less red is required than white to give the

appearance of sgual proportlonr, (These are rules pertaining to

sdvertising lay-outs, etc., but you will find they pertain equally
well to good color proportion in weaving!)

Yellow proportions should be smaller than red; red, smaller than

green, and blue smaller than black. White areas appear larger than

black., Wateh your color proportions for better results in weaving.

Answering Mra, A's gquery: It 1is
possible to get two different ten-
slons at the same Llme on 2 sec-
tional beam. Most tensloners have
g series of pegs over which the
warp is passed to apply tension,
But, in pussing some of the
threads over the pegs (in other
words skipping some of the cross-
es betweesn pepe) it ls possible
to get less tenslion on them. It
1s poaslble to warp a sectionsl
beam with many different type and
thlckneszes of thread if they are
evenly mixed. Howaver, you could
not warp one full szection of
rayon and one full section of
heavy wool and expect to have the
game tension s3 the beam unwlnds,
because the wool will pile up
more than the rayon. If every
other threasd on the sectlon 1z
rayon snd wool, then they willl
pile up evenly.
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Answering Mrs, T's quors To
avoid pulling 1In edges e matter
of practice, 3Some people usae a
“template" or "strotcher", but we
do not recommond its use., In
telking to & novice weaver the
othsr day, {(wheo started weaving a
rug as his first project) he
tells us thet he made a besuti-
fully even edge with this system:
He pulled his weft through the
shed on the diagonal, slowly
brought the beater up snd stralgh-
tened out the weft in the shed;
then took & gquick beat to tighten
it up end changed his shed with
the bester forward., Try it - it
makea a basutifully even edge!l

In a very busy household with its
meny lhterruptions, I find it
precticsl to fasten a plece of
felt to the front of my loom, to
which I attach rmy pattern. The
felt alsoc helps to hold the pin
which I use to mark the pattern

as I po along, It won't do to
forget vhere I left off in cesc of
interruption! bd,

Yhen using a double-edpged razor
blade for ripping, etc., lay a
used match along onc edse and bind
it with adhesive tape. This glves
a firm hold and prevents cut
fingers.

Robbins - Yhen using paper cops or
bobbins in the shuttle, suitable
paper is not always at hand. Vhen
such 1s svallable, cut up a supply.
Get the paste jar end go to the
bobbin vinder., VWind a paper bobbin
on it, pesste down the loose flap
and wind on a few turns of waste
thread to bhold it until it 1s dry.
(Scotch tape is very practical -
but be sure to place some on ecsch
end, rather thean in the center)
