Tro warp in the samplo was
a 16/4 picly sotten in natural
colore 4 similar effect could
have beon made with carpet warp
¢r porhape o 24/3 cotton throad,
The warp waz sct 15 threads to
the inch and you should plan
your bag tc be about 14" wide,
if you 1ike a geed slzed envel-

cpe hag.

The weft In this case was a
light welght cotton yarn, similar
to the type used for crocheted
rago and comes In a gocd varicty
of colorss It makes an interost-
ing contrest tc the other weft
thread, which in tho sample 1s a
heavy twisted cord rayon. For

Here are Instruecticns feor
making a professicnal lecking
flat or bexed zipper purse.

If these instructions are
fellowed step by step, there will
be nc machine stitching show to
mar tro beauty of your fine hand-
woven material.

sides, If you weave facing the
light 1t 1s hard con your eyos and
1f you sit with ycur back tc tho
window you will be altting in
your ovm lisht, If you do most
of your weaving by artifieial
llght, lcecaticn near a windew is
not se impertant. However, geoed
lighting 1s absclutely nccessary
if accuracy of threading is tec be
acccmplished, A gocd floor lamp
¢r swivel arm desk lamp will seorve
the purpese bettor than a single
cverhoad cciling light.
