Space does noet permit even &
cursory review of the many beauti-
ful exhibits of the Indiana leav-
ers Guild et Indianapolis in Mareh,
The entries included practically
everything that could be woven on
a hand loom. However, several
aprons, using a novel technique of
weaving in lieu of a waistbhand,
attracted our apecisl ettention.
Lfter the skirt length is com-
pleted, weave a 13" colored bsnd,
using 4 or 5 strandas of ecolored
thread on the shuttle at one time.
Allcow these threads to extend be-
yond both selvedges of the weaving
about a yard. Next, weave 2" or

3" plein; another colored band

with extending threads; finally

about 1" plain.

Fold the top edge of the apron

under to the wrong side, placing
the two colored borders together.
£titeh above and below the border.
The long threcds zsre used as
shirring threads {0 gather

the material into the desired

size at the waist, then braided
for ties, finished with & knot
and tassel, When carefully
doneg, the finished effect
resembles a smocked band topped
With a double ruffle. ¥e regret

Ve have previously dilscussed
petterns which might be done on
£ harness looms but have sald
nothing ebout designs requiring
more than £ harnesses. Few Ge-
signg are planned for 3 harnesses;
a creat many for 4; a gradually
diminishing number for & to 16
harnesses, ..8 3 harness patterns
do occur in weaving literature,
they should not be ignored in our

progressive discussion. It should
be made plain, however, that 3
harn=sss weaves are not in the
logical transition from 2 to 4
harness weaving. Most weavers
never do any 3 harnsess Teaves.
Looms that are equipped with
only 3 harncsses are extremely
How=

rare, if they exist at all.

gver, it is not difficult to weave
with 3 harnesses on a 4 harness
loom. DBecause of the uneven
number of harnesses it is obvious
that a4 rising or sinking shed loom
would be easier to use for 3
harness weaving than a counter

balanced loocm.

The beauty of ¢ harness weaves

lies in color arrangcuaents ~ther
than in the structurs of i:.: de-
sign. In fact, there is seldom
much indicaticn of design. The

third harncss is used to add
character and strength to what
would otherwise be an ordinary
& harness weava.

Twill on a 3 harness loom will
be more nearly vertical and less
slanting than it would be on e 4,
€, or more harness leom., In
maklng 3 harness twill the tie-
up should be s0 one treadle oper-
ates one harness. It is slso
possible to thread 3 hernc . .5
into a herringbone or birds-oye
dezign as well as regular twill,

Ln interestineg experiment
woilld be to see what could be
dene with texturs weaves on 3
harnesses using combinations of
single harnesses against combina-
tions of pairs, for instance, 1,
& and 3, B8, 3 and 1, 3, 1 &and 2,
You might surprise yourself with

your results.
