Christmas cards are being placed
on the market esrly this year, re-
minding us that it is time to start
weaving: the ones we plan to send to
our exira special friends., The
possibility of combiuning hand weav-
ing with Christmas greetings is
endless, snd we want to tell you
about some wWe have seen., One was
@ small snapshot of the sender,
seated at her own loon, the picture
being meunted on & sample of weay=-
ing. Another was mads by cutting
8 Christmas tres from heavy red
paper which had been folded inta
the proper size. Underneath ths
orening waes 2 tsxtursd pisce of
weaving made from scraps of gold,
silver, bright eolored tinsel, and
rayon threads comnbined with green,
giving the effect of a cendle

lighted Christmsas tree. IEatirely
different was sthe one showing one
motif of the Star of Bethlehenm

pattern in sold thread on & white

warp. Another weever used the

notes on the treble clef of the
musicel staff of a Christmas
carol for her threading draft,
interpreting the words of the
song into her cheice of colors.
For a greeting cayrd which
will not be discarded into the
wagte basket &t the end of the
seasocn, we suggest & fringed
book mapk about 10" x 13", Set
your loom up in white for 10",
Weave 13" metallie, leuving
about 14" warp between each book
merk to be cut ian half for
fringe. Add fringe to the ends
after removing from the lcom.
Cut twe slits in & greeting card
and slip the hookmark through

the slot.

Be sure to cheek up on the size
