Senteanber at the homs of
Cornzlia Stone under the
of the Coverlet Guild of
lrs, llary Miegs Atwater,
retired organizer of the
eraft Guild, wes tezcher assisted
by Iiss Florence Daniels of
Chicocgo. The Coverlet Guild has
as an integrel part ¢f 1ts organi-
zation a group of weavers who
sponsored the conference. The
particicants, acout 40 in number,
all euolbesirzed the pleasure of
wWorking under Lrs. satwater whose
fund of anecdotes was inspirational
and never endiing.

Under lirs. Atwater the con-
ferses were limited to scvance
weaves, and the looms wWere all
threaded in s wide variety of
petiterns includiag msay Feruvian,
Guatamslan, llexican, Belivian
and Colonial patternhs, plck-up
technigues end muliiple harness
weaves. The Guatanslan Iy pe
sprons woven oh red or blus uvarps
were cherming, and one of the
most beautiful upheolstery designs
was an eight harness diamond

variation of the sizple two
harness log csabin.

irs. atwater brought a larss
selection of semples and techni-
gues, all besutifully mounted and
labeled. It is interssting to
note that smong these she included
a very complete selection of knots
ang bralds, these being weaving,
strictly speaking.

Several of the participants
erinhaesized Lirs. Atvater's stsnd
regarding modern weaving. As all
whe read her books are ausare, lirs,
Atwater is noted for her interest
in the preservation of Colonizl
weaves. However, she made it
clear to her students that she
does not feel that Colonial weaves
should be used indiseriminately in
prezent day life. They have their
places in early American homes,
but most of cur homes todsy do
not come in that classification.
kirs. Livater suggests that 1n ihe
avera=e home leXxican and South
arerican desigus are much nore
suitable for general use.

In spite of her yesrs, lirs.
atvater made 1% clear that she is
nodern in feeling and thought.

If you wish to0 mske Daby
blankets and afgnans on the same
warp, avolding the labor of re-
tareauing yoor loom, we sngzpest
tiue rollowing combinations: Jor
wary upse olf-white, delicate
eresm, baoy blue, bab)y vink or
ligat yellow. Yellow, by tne way,
is ¢oming $o0 the fore for baby
use, and what could De more
aporopriate for tne "little ray
of sunsaine™, especially when
you reed a shower gift and don't
know whether it saonld be piok
or pluas,

For baby blarzets use the
game color welft as warp, or com-
bine sny one of tnen witn tne
wiite or creamn.

for afghans with the wnite
or ¢ream warp use Lorest gresn
brown, or almo=at any desired
color for the weft., With the
baby blue warp, use royal or
ngvy tlue, medium green, brown
or black, Ihe plokt warp slso
combines nicely with black, as
wall as wity wine, brovwn or dark
grevn welt, The wine and pink
especially make a very sophisti-
cated lonking afghan. The yellow
warp works up attractively with
browns, gresns, violet.tones, or

any obther snafe of yelliew.

If yon warnt your baby blankets
or afghans to be especially lux-
nriant, a washable wide satin
ribbon binding is a beantiful
touch. The ribbon shonld be care-
fully stitched by hand and snould
not be pressed after 1t 1is seved
as pregsing makes & hard cressed
edge whien is not nearly as

attractive as a scft, anpressed
adgze.
A11 woolen material should be

washed affer removing from the
loom, but be sure that the wabter
ig not to0 ot and that the soap
or detergent is mild. Rinse
tnorocupnly, do not sguesze, snd
press vwith & warm iron while s il
slipntly damp. ILressins wifth &
steam iron witaont washing is not
sufficient finishing for oool,

but tiis yarn is alresdy scoured
and does not necd a great amcont
of nard washing &s is sometimes
necessary a other types of mro.

When set 26 fhreads psr inch
for exmsmple, tnis yarn males &

smootn, firs fabrio, snitable for
women's suits or coats, Sobting
tligss fhiregds 20 to B4 per iuch

FRINGE O FCUR SIDES

Frequently for afghans, baby
blankets, lunchecn nats, book
marks, ete., fringe on four sides
of the article is desired. This
fringe is most satisfmctory where
werp and weft are the same type
of thread,

varp tie loom in the usual
mgnner. Leave a space, and then
on esch zide of the warp put in
four threads of cerpet warp. The
distance between this group of
carpet warp thresds and the edge
of your material is equsl to the
length fringe desired, nlus v,
The carpet warps are to be
threaded through the harnesses
eand reed just as if they were
part of your project, but are to
be drawsn out later., A4s you
Weave, be sure the weft thresds
¢ross around the carpet ward on
gach slde. At regular intervals,
say every l0th row for example,
put the shuttle through from side
to side of your material without
goling around the carpet warp on
the edge. This 10th row acts as
g binder and keeps the other
thresds from slidinse out of
place.

After the work is removed from
the lcocom, draw out the carpet
warp and cut the fringe evenly.
Be sure to allow sufficient
warp threads at the beginning
and ond of sach piece frnr frinee
O tihe pther 2 sides.

To prevent wasting warp and
still be sure to allow the
correct aaount needed for fringe
between pieces which are to be
cut apart after removing from the
ioom, try this method. Cut a
plece of heawvy cardboard a 1little
mere than twice the finished
width of the fringe. TFor a very
narrow fringe a stick or the slat
from & window shade mey be used.
Insert this spacer through the
open shed of the warp after you
have finished weaving a pisce,
leaving it in place until you
have woven several rows of the
next section.

fringed articles may be hem-
stitched on the edses or overcast.
The zig-2ag stltcher attachment
which can be purchased for some
sewing machines can be used guite
satisfactorily, although 1t does
noet give the elegant finlsh of
handwork. After the cardboard
is removed from between the
pieces of weaving, it is often
easier to hemstitceh or overcast
them while they sre still on the
loom and the warp threads are
held taut.

BLOCKING WCOCLENS

after handwoven woolens have
been washed and shrunk, fsw home
weavers have facilities to pro-
fessionally block the material.
1he Tollowing method gives an
even width and straight selvedses.
With a peneil draw parallel lines
across the width of &n ironing
beoard, spacing them es far apart
&8 the width of the materizal.
Closely pin the edges of the
fabrie along these lines, thsen
nrass wWith e damp cloth.

Two eiairs vwere ubhdlstered in this
material., The other two chairs and
bulfet top werse covered with char-
treuse cclored python leuthieretie,
whieh showsd just enoupgh design to
gecent the plain chartreuse walls.,

Another inspiration for the use
of hondvoven materiuls was a room
with draw dranes, cornice, lamp
ahade ond loud speuker copening of
the radio ecabinet, all in the sane
fabrie. IDraw LP““ES live the habit
of not slwuys hanging tosether when
¢losed, thus allowine = "paep hole®
for passers-by. This ez overcone
by the usc of horseshoe shuped
frogs likKe Grandmotiler used oun
garments, Tushioned ol braided
strips of the drapery material.

L rooa which otherwise mey have
silven the ilpression of being rather
Gark sznd somber, was highlishted by
the use of & @old colored sectional
sofa, weccentea by fireside chairs

The use of such unusual colors in
upholstery is one whieh the average
homemakar wenld hesitute to try.

T1E-UP. liaterial has freguently
besit weven wrong side up on
Herwood looms. This change of
tie-up will eliminute that con-
dition.

IT a wailte or neutral warp
is used, sbout 15/2 or 20/2 in
weight, seversl articles nay be
niade on one threading of the
loom without repeating any one
of them. VWhite wovan wWith any
other plain color gives a cham-
bray effeet mauterisl. Also, by
the use of different colors,
welighits and textures of weft
thresds, an endless variety uay
be crested. Febrics suitable
for curtains, blouses, children's
wear, aprons, dirandles, smocds,
lunchieon sets, evening begs,
lamp shades, etce., nay all be
designed on this warp.

project, but one always apprecia-
ted by the men, are handwoven
necktics. e 4o not riean the
kind that arsc on ssle at the
tourist gift shops &8ll over the
country, but really hsndwoven of
0t yarns in his favorite color,

perhaps cowbined with nubby,
ghiny rayon -- just enough to give
it a lift to the "different®
plane. For ties, the material
snould ve light in weight so it
will tie neatly without too much
bulk, but firm encugh in texture
to hold its shape. 4Ls neckties
sre cut on the biass, 1t 1s more
economicel to meke et least two
alike. MeCzll Patiern #1220
gives completse instructions for
making ties, zlso the amouny of
material and findings necessary.
