nylon or rayon can stend an
extrensly hot iron; so use
caution when pressing. I the
materiacl is vhite or light
colored, it would be very
attrﬁctlve for a swiner dress

as it will be easy to launder,
Iregilires litile iraﬂing, &11d

will dry very quickly. While
ve do not feel the need fdr
washing dark materiasl used for

& winter garment,
to wash the dress regularly it
should be weshed and thoroushly
shrunk before meking. Because
thie nylon is siightly slippery
end the uaterial is not tightly
woven, it is advisable to stitceh
eacll piece on the wachine as
soon as it is cut.

This saie design, done in
lignt weight eotton or linen,
is also effective for wearing

annarel. With s hesvy linen
ward and wool weft it makes an

interesting andg long vwearing up-
holatery fabric, but should be
YV eil 80 aewhat more closely than
our shesr sanple sich has been
becten very Lightly. Contrast-
ing ecolors may be used Tor warg
and welt in uAlCﬂ case the
Gainty d gn is more promninent,
althoughn we think this particu-
lar p;ttmrn iz nost effective in
solid ecolor.

The advarriages of nylon, es-
peclslly vhen co..bined with the
virtues of other {ibers, places
it nlgh on the list of inportant
threads for tne use of hand-
veavers. The fleld formerly
occupied exclusively by wool,
eatton, linen and ullK is rapidly
peing invoaded by sryonthetic Tibers
the newest of vhich is nylon,
Counzidering that it was Tirst
introdveed 1uto the textile ield
& owere ten years ago in 1999,
the era of this wonder threasd is
barely beginning., We still
marvel at the foet that 1t is
manufactured largely from coal,
Jeter and alr.

Hylon is strouzer than
aatural thireads of the sane con-
naretive Telsht and its elasticity
iz one of i

ATter siretening and straining,
it returns to its oyisinal
lenctn,., dylon fabviics do not
aosory irt readily, are e“5113
cleaned or luundered, reguire
Little or no ironing, and dre
usually resistant to moths and
m_lden It shoula alvays be
available, because producticn is
not dependent on crol Seasons
and guality can be controlled.
