CUR ZJESIGIH THIZ II0ONTE is an
original variation of an authen-
tic Svedish pattern. It is not
difficult to do, end very effec-
tive.

WE LADE our material entire-
ly of cotton. The werp is mer-
cerized 20/2, fast color black
with small stripes of the pat-
tern thread. This comes in healf
pound eones of 41,75 each at our
studic. We have used the same
thread for the tabby, beat med-
ium herd, to give a smooth firm
surfece. The pattern threads,
contrary to custom, are the sane
as the warp except in eolor,

For short lengths of material
you might use left over threads
Tor pattern. 2 pounds of warp
iz required for o yords of 36
inch material,

TR 3UGCEST using this fabric
for aprons, woven with & border,
The colored warp threads make a
stripe in the tabby part of the
material, Our suggested apron
reguired only 30 inches of mater-
iel a yard wide. Start by vweav-
ing Tabby for 1 inch as seam
zllowance, then weave as wide a
border ag you wish - we think 6
inches about right. Then wecave
12 inehes tabby, and cnother &
ineh border and the 1 inch scanm.
This gives a total of 30 inches
not including the hem sllowance.

THE NEJ7 FPUBLICATION which is
causing such furor in weaving
cireles is the reprint edition
of WEAVIIG AND DYEING by J. and
R. Bronzon. Because of the
method used in making the reprint
nos one word has been changed,
ineluding mistekes in the origmh
For example, "Woolen" is spelled
both "™woollen™ and "wollen," The
phrasing is stilted and the nonen-
clature includes many obsolete
worda, llention is made of a
"Slaie of 40 boers wide." In a
dictionary so 214 thot the letter
"s" is written "f", we find
"Slaie - a weaver's reed to clofe
wori with., DBeer - 19 threads,”

A modern dictionary gives "Beer -
werving, one of the groups usually
consisting of 40 threads, called
in Scotlané "porter.m

ASIDE from the interesting
iaformation about weaving, we are
olgo given an insight into labor
conditions of the day, particulear-
1y the use of small children in
the mills. Relerence to winding
yarn, "This branch is rcperally
performed, as it properly should
be, by small ehildren, that ex-
pense nay be saved.?

IANTY FUUGES are devoted to

able with care and patience,

An arusing, worthwhile addition
to your weaving library.
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ADAPT TONS

WE ARE SO ENTEUSIASTIC about
the possibilities of this pattern
that we simuely cannot force our-
selves to on without malking a few
more suggcestions.

FOR CLUTIHING: llake summer
cottons similar to the apron
shown, Try weaving it plain tab-
by, using the pattern as a bor=-
der along a disgonal front clos-
ing, or as a separate jacket.

For a "dress-up dress™ use the
same Tine cotton warp with a8 fine
amooth rayon tabby and the Tine
erinitie bouele called frill for
the pattern thresd, It would
still wash} This one could be
petterned all over, and looir liite
a print.

FOR UroOLSTERY: A rough lin-
en warp and tabby with a mediunm
heavy wool pattern thread would
wear very well, and look unusual
and interesting in nany tynes of
homes., Or & smeoth linen warp,
with a fiune wool tzbby and a
hezvier wool pattern thread would
give a more dressy apsearing ma-
terial whieh would still wear
excellently. Or, mest fascin-
etling of =11, & spun silk warp
endé tabby, with a wool or novelty
pettern. A velvet chenille pat-
tern thread, for instance, would
be s0 lush as to make you thiak
you had inherited a fortunel!

This would be nice, even in =
solid color.

FOR DRAVTIERIES: The pattern
just as given for apronz would he
just rignt for informal Litchen
or dinette curitsinz, Fine rayon
wers and fine wool weft with =&
novelty rayon nub pottern thread
would give beautiful living room
draperies - don't beat these too

Herc is
the method we find nost sctis-
factory.

2« Thread this new picee through
the reed and heddle occunicd by
the broken thread.

4., &4t the back beam, plaocce the
new thread and the broken onc
together with the broken thread
extending about 15 inches beyond
the new thrcad.

S5+ Ti¢ these togother ncar the
cnd of the new thresd with a

slip knot (half bow). Sage Ill-
ustration,.

6, Iull "fail"™ of 15 ineh olg
thread toward the boek bean,

7. FPin or tic now thread to the
finishecd matcrial at the front

The
simplcst way to do this is to
inscrt the pin and wind the
thrcaed around it in = figurc 8,
8. Continuc weaving until the
slip knot gets up to the heddles

and then you are ready for Stop 2.
