Because of the conirast be-
tiveen the dark greens and the pas-

tel colors, it 1s preferable to
thread this pattern through the

reeG withnouiv following the exact
rotation as given for the spool
rack., The Tabric will be more
attractive if the outstanding
dark preen threads do not always
come exactly 2 inches avart.

Talke the threads at randon, nak-
ing no effort to put then through
the reed in rotation. Vhen using
&8 plain beam looi, we suggest
that the rotation of the various
threads be changed as they are

on the warning board or reel.
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The cotton weft thread used
has thiclk Tfluffy aubs at inter=-
vels of gbout 2 inches with a
tin rather rough cotton boucle
betteen the fluflfs. If you are
uneble 1o purchase exacily the

some whread, any Lind of cotton
or rough baucle with widely spaced
nubs will give nueh the sane ef -
fects Light weight cotton chen-
1ile would also worlk up aicely.
ihere are about 16 welt rovs
ner izcﬁ in our saiple, dut Tals
misht very accordaing to the type
thread vssi. For dranery this
roewria shoold be loosely woven,
so 1T becting 10 rows in 1 ingh
develounz a oo s2lid fabric, use
faver rovis and beat more lightly.

These draperies as shown in
our sanule would be suitable as
draw curtains in a living room and
ere Lo0st atiractive unlinec, If
all the threcds used are colorfast
and washavle this design is very
successful for bedroom curtains.
Most peonle nrefer bedroom cur-
tains somewhat sheer, so the weft
thread may be one which does not
have such large decisive nubs.

With a heavier and perhans
less nubby weft - in a darker
color if desired - this type of
fabric nalies excellent uphodstery
mnaterial. It may be woven with a
light color weft for an oceasional
chair; then use the same warp with
a Gark color weit for a larre
riece of furniture in the same
rooi. Or perhaps you aight like
to weave vour draperies sinmilar
to the sample and also use the
same warp with a heavier, darker
weft for wyour uaholstery to har-
monize. Maninb more than one
niece of naterial on the same warn
will eliminate the necessity of

rethreading for two fabrics.
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A WORD ABOUT THE TIE=-UP

The mere mention of the word EBEATER

"tig=-up" brings a quaking to the
knees of many an otherwise capable
weaver. In many cases this fTezr
is traceable to lack of understand-
ing of the mechanics of the tie-up
and the need for such an under-
standing.

being stepped upon.
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Even the most inexperienced
weaver can recosnize the thread-
ing draft and see the need of it.
After a very short experience the
novice can read the treadlin
droaft and see what it does to the
loori. But because the tie-up is
not guite so obvious, its purposes
confuse mMANY WeEAVEIrsS.

Stated in sinplest terns, the
Tie=un is the relationshin betveen
thne treadles and the harnesses.
There are three factors which may
effect your completed pattern.

1. If you thread correctly but
treadle incorrectly, your pattern
will n2t be as dssired. 2. If
you trezadle correctly but have a
differant threading on your loom,
your pattern will not be as ex-
pected. 3. If you thread the
correct pettern and treadle the

THIZ WZAVIR'S CRAFT, by L.
<o Simpson and 1i. Veir, is a
British publicaticuy on the ars
o handvweaving. iost boolks tacl-
le thiis subject only as an art
for adults, but this one is es-
peclally sulitable as a textbook
Tor use. in scheools end children's
camps, There are simple projects
Lo interest roungsters of six and
seven years of ate, as well as
Juniors and adults.

The reader is carried through
tiae history of weaving fron the
earliest weavers and the sianlest
locias. The first instructions
are for the use of japer and raf-
fia, meiing mats and other swall
articles which introduce the be-
finner to the fundamentals under-
lying the vrocesses. of weaving.
Various methodls are cdeseribed
wiich will interest children in
weaving with felt, raifia and
other sii;le materials on hone
sade loows of the simplest types
made Ifrom 0ld pilcture franes,
carcboarc franes, boxes, waist
loous, ete., thence to the de-
veloment of patterns, color ef-
rects and textures.

One chanter deals with the
"By-ways™ of weaving, describing
"all in a riece™ weaving oa two
sides of a carchoard, lavenier
bovtles, straw mats, and some
most fascinating articles made
with cireular weeving. The read-
er 1ls introcuced to the various
nrocessss of areparing wool for
weaving and home exneriiients in
veretable dyeing. Liore elaborate
Types of howme made loons are dos-
cribed, such as inkle loous and
simple upri ht loons for russ.

After this introduction to
the siaslest aspects of weaving
the more conislicaved looms and

pattern drafvs are dealt with.
any of theese are our own, old
standbya, written sonewhat dif-
ferently from drafts published
in this country andéd are 1o pe
used in conjunction with the
written instructions given for
each,
