This Month’s Cover

This month, as a cover, we have a detailed
photograph of a very interesting 4 harness
place-mat. This particular mat isn’t seen to
full beauty in the photograph, as you can-
not see the full border around the center
portion. We wanted to print this particular
set-up in Warp and Weft, but the printer
objected strenuously because it would cost
quite a bit more. Thus, if any of you are in-
terested in the complete details, threading
and treédling, we are having them mimeo-
graphed. This instruction sheet will be avail-
able for 25¢ which will include the cost of
mailing. Incidentally, this pattern is called
squared circles, and the warp was, I believe,
a 24/3 natural unmercerized Egyptian cot-
ton, and the pattern thread was a cotton
floss in white. The tabby thread was a natural
linen, about 18/1 or 20/1 in size,

THE BLACKS
of Cape Cod, West Barnstable, Mass.

An extremely interesting story is that of
the Black Family, of West Barnstable, Mas-
sachusetts. )

In 1948 Mrs. Margaret Black became in-
terested in weaving, and she contacted the
Shuttlecraft ‘Guild for advice and help: As a
result, the first loom was purchased. Mrs.
Black’s first teacher was Mrs. Marjorie Jan-

uary of Wilmington, Ohio, near where they

lived at the time.

About a year after she started weaving,
Mr. Black became so interested that a second
loom was purchased for him to work on.

Vacations were taken at a time when they
could visit other places and study their fasci-
nating new hobby and eventual vocation.
They studied with Stanley Zelinski in Que-
bec one summer, and then in New Bruns-
wick, Canada, studying with Dr, Ivan Crow-
ell, head of the arts and crafts organization
for the province of New Brunswick.

~ Their son went with them to weaving
school in the summer, and soon he was a
confirmed weaver, and another loom was
added to the family equipment. .

Their daughter, Louise, worked in New-
York as an assistant manager in the John
Powers Model Agency. On vacations she be-
gan to see how interesting a vocation this
could be, and soon she decided to make this
a 100% family vocation.

In 1952, while on a weaving vacation, the
Blacks, with their son Robert, toured Cape
Cod. Robert enrolled at the Rhode Island
School of Design and took all the weaving
and textile classes that he could. The Blacks

- decided that it would be nice to be closer

to their children, and so the decision was
made to move to Cape Cod. They decided
on this location because they thought it
would be a good place to sell the products
of their creative craft. -

They have some 9 acres of land in the
heart of a region where some 200 years ago
sheep-raising and weaving were major ac-
tivities, vital to the Colonial economy.

The home that they purchased is some 200
years old, and it might be well worth your
while, if you visit New England this coming
summer, to visit the Blacks and see their
charming home and make their acquaint-
ance. -

Their son, Robert, is now in the army,
and he ‘expects at the end of two years to
return to his home and to weave drapery
and upholstery materials. He graduated from
the Rhode Island School of Design with a
major in textile design.

We certainly do think that you might
make your next vacation a most enjoyable
one by stopping in and becoming acquainted
with the Blacks. Their address is:

WARP:

A 20/2 Egyptian cotton was used for
warp. Color is called “Sage”,

WEFT:

Three different threads were used in the
weft, all of them silk. The white was a 5/2
spun silk. This can be woven with a perle 5
cotton or a perle 3 cotton instead of the silk
if desired. The gold is our 7/2 spun douppi-
oni silk, a two ply thread which can be used
for v(riarp or weft. The lavender is a 7%2/1
slubby silk, which is an excellent weft thread,
but a<oor warp thread.

REED USED:

A 15 dent reed was used, and the Egyptian
cotton was sleyed 2 per dent, or 30 threads
per inch.

End of one repeat. Repeat over and over, as
desired. Once again, on this type of weave,
the treadling can be varied considerably, de-
pending upon the individual weaver. For in-
stance, you can use just 2 or 4 or 6 shots of
the lavender, and then 8, 10, or 12 shots of



the gold. When you do this, it sometimes
results in the smaller block of color appear-
ing more recessed, and gives more of a third
dimensional effect.

More About this Fabric’

This fabric was woven on a jack-type
loom, and the correct side of the fabric ap-
peared on the underside of the fabric. The
same tie-up can be used on a counter-bal-
anced loom, and if woven on a loom of
this type, the correct side will appear on the
top when weaving. However, you will have
to be careful on the counterbalanced loom
that you do have the right shed, as your
warp will tend to separate into two sheds
on most counterbalanced looms. If your loom
is a 4 treadle counter-balanced loom, it will
probably be easier to weave than on the 6
‘treadle counter-balanced.

» The Honeycomb weave is an excellent way
to use color in weaving. Because of its struc-
ture, you can either accent a color, or tone
down a color, depending upon your color of
warp and weft both, It does have a long
float ig the particular sample here, but if
you make your recessed blocks smaller, the
float will be shorter.

We haven’t tried it, but if there is enough
of this fabric left after cutting it up for
samples, we do intend to make a skirt of
the balance to see what it looks like, how it
wears, and then we will be able to give you
more information as to the wearing practic-
ability.

Also, you will note in the sample that we
doubled the 5/2 silk, to have a heavier ac-
cent thread. Thus, I would suggest that in-

stead of doing this, you use a perle 3 cotton,
or something of similar weight, instead of

doubling your thread as we did.

This would make nice drapes in particu-
lar, especially for those who prefer something
out of the ordinary. I can’t see that there is
any practical use for this weave as uphol-
stery, but have heard of it being used in this

manner. Also, one of the prettiest bed-
spreads that I have ever seen was woven of
a honeycomb weave, in all cotton. Pillows,
book-covers, trim fabrics in a room to give
color; these are just a few of the many uses
of this type of a fabric.

We might mention that this particular
weave or fabric was woven using exactly the
same threading draft as the sample that you
received in the January issue of Warp and
Weft, but that was in the unconventional
manner, and this is in more accepted man-
ner or structure of weave.

Cost of the Fabric

We used 2 pounds of the 20/2 Egyptian
cotton for warp, and had a 13V, yard warp
from these two pounds of thread, This costs
$5.00 per lb., and thus the warp, 40" wide,
and per yard length, cost 75¢ per yard.

The lavender silk 7V4/1, with 6300 yards
per Ib. costs $4.50 per lb. We used 15 oz. of
this in approximately 12 to 12V, yards of
fabric. We used 16 oz. of the 7/2 gold silk.
This has 5800 yards per lb., and is $7.00 per
Ib. Then, I'm going to suggest using the
perle 3 white cotton for the heavy white,
as the silk is too expensive. It would take 19
to 20 oz. of this cotton in the 12 to 12V,

* yards. This costs $3.50 per 1b., and thus 1 lb.

4 oz. would cost $4.38. The total weft cost
for 12V, yards was $15.60, and thus the weft
cost per yard was $1.25 per yard:

Warp: oo cost 75c per yard
Weft: ool cost was 1.25 per yard
Total Fabric Cost: ........... $2.00 per yard

I might just mention it here and now,
that I have always felt that the best buy
that you can make in yarns is in silk. The
fabric is usually very pleasing, and the silk
always seems to do more than you expect it
to, and thus, I feel you get more for your
money. in silk than any other yarns. This
is one reason why we have concentrated on
silks so much in our studio supply.



Book Review

This month, we are pleased to bring to
your attention, the new and revised edition
of Mary E. Black’s book, the New Key to

Weaving.

I, myself, feel that it is a good book for
both the beginner and the advanced weaver.
Many patterns are included in the book,
and the instructions are certainly clear and
concise.

‘One of the new and unusual features of
this edition is the author’s directions for the
Gobeline Tapestry Technique. It is believed
that this is the only book in print which
presents instructions on this art.

Another noteworthy addition to this newly
revised edition is the inclusion of a chapter
devoted exclusively to the weaving of genu-
ine tartans. To any of you who have ex-

perienced the enjoyment in weaving a tartan,

this will be a particularly rewarding chapter.
The content of the book is divided ac-
cording to the various different weaves. Each
weave has been broken down into its com-
ponent parts. The tie-up is explained for
each of these weaves, The information on
these various weaves is so’ arranged in a
logical sequence, that both the beginner and
the advanced weaver will use this book for
reference and beginning work and study.

According to the short review on the cover
of this book, Mary Black not only tells you
what to do, but also tells you why you do
it in that manner or fashion,

‘I really feel that both the beginner in
weaving and the advanced weaver will both
benefit from the instructions given, from the
over 650 drawings and clear photographs

that are included in the text, and the factual -

content of this book.

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A Sec;nd Book Review

Another new Swedish Text, one of the
series to which Vi Vaver Till Hemmet, Tras-

mattor, Handdukar Och Duktyg, and Ylle-

vavar belong. This latest book is titled, Sma-
vavar, and is by Maja Lundback and Marta
Rinde-ramsback. One of the most inspiring
things about this particular text is the color
photographs that are printed. They are beau-
tifully done, and inspiring beyond expression,
and to my way of thinking, well worth the
purchase price of the book itself.

The book, as you have probably gathered,
is printed in Swedish, but the threading
drafts and tie-ups, etc., are the same as we
do it here in the U.S. and Canada.

The title of the book means “‘small weav-
ings,” and many different articles are pic-
tured in this text. There are many outstand=
ing black and white photographs, as well as
the colored ones, and some of the project‘f
pictured are bags, pillows, skirts, table lin-
ens, wall hangings, napkin rings and other
narrow fabric uses, such as belts, ,luggage
straps, etc.

For those of you who purchase this text,
there is also a free copy of a Swedish-English
Weaving Glossary with translations of all
the words that you would need to understand
all these patterns in their entirety.

Remember, the text is in Swedish, but the
color plates and black and white photographs
are inspiring.
